answers for each question.

2. Then choose which question-and-answer the class likes best: This

will be the word group you'll be working with.
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3. Assign each student to a small group of 2-6 students, depending the

size of your class.

4. Draw their attention to the genres you listed in the corner of the

board, describe each one, then assign a different genre to each group.

5. Okay, now it's time to explain that this game is all about creating
role-plays. Every team must make and perform a role-play for the class in which
they find a way to use every word that's clustered around the question at least

once, in the genre they've been assigned!

6. Give them 10-15 minutes to work in their groups and figure out just
what the heck they are gonna say! After that, bring the class back together for
presentations, and | promise you're going to see some very original, hilarious

plays being acted out in English!

Note: A good teacher will give the class a clear example of how to do this.
In other words, it's only fair that you do a role-play yourself. This will help your

students understand the assignment and will also break the ice!

Caledonia (France) to the southwest, Kermadec (New Zealand) to the southeast,
Tonga to the east, American Samoa, Samoa and Wallis and Futuna (France) to the
northeast and Tuvalu to the north.

8. Fiji has a population of around nine hundred thousand (896,758) as of
2013.

9. There are 322 islands in Fiji and over 500 small islets. Around 110 of
these islands are inhabited, although 87% of the population lives on the two
biggest islands Viti Levu and Vanua Levu. The islands are spread over 194,000
km? (75,000 mi?) of which just 10% is land.
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10.  Major industries in Fiji are tourism and sugar. Exports also include
garments, gold, timber and fish.

11.  Fiji is a major tourist location, with its white sandy beaches, beautiful
islands, all-year-round tropical weather and stunning coral reefs it is a popular
destination for tourists from countries such as Australia, New Zealand and the
USA.

12.  The currency of Fiji is the Fijian dollar.

13.  Modern Fijian cuisine is diverse with great influences from Indian
cuisine and spices along with traditional local tropical fruits, vegetables, fish and
wild pork.

14.  One of Fiji's most successful sportsman is professional golfer Vijay
Singh, winner of three major championships.

15.  Rugby Union is the most popular sport in Fiji with a participation rate
of nearly 10% of the population. Other sports played include rugby 7's, rugby
league and football (soccer).

2. Historically, Bangladesh is prone to monsoon flooding and cyclones
due to its unique geographic make up. The country is almost entirely flat and is
dominated by the Ganges-Brahmaputra delta where the Ganges, Brahmaputra and
Meghna Rivers make their way down from the Himalayas and converge on the
lowlands.

3. The alluvial soil deposited by these rivers each year means
Bangladesh has some of the most fertile delta lands in the world, farming is very
important because of this.

4, The highest peak in Bangladesh is Saka Haphong in the southeastern
Mowdok Range at just 1,052 m (3,451 ft).

5. Due to Bangladesh being so low lying and tropical, the ground has
never frozen over with a record low of 4.5°C in Jessore during the winter of 2011.

6. Over 98% of Bangladeshis speak the official language of Bengali.
English is spoken as a second language.

7. Bangladesh has a population of 163 million people (163,654,860) as
of July 2013 making it the world's eighth most populated country.
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8. For such a large population, Bangladesh is a relatively small country,
147,570 km? (56,977 mi?), making it one of the world's most densely populated
countries.

9. The largest city and capital of Bangladesh is Dhaka. The city has an
estimated population of 15 million people making it one of the largest city in the
world. It is known as the "City of Mosques".

10. In 1947, a Bengal area was divided off from India and became the
eastern area of the new country called Pakistan, the western part of which was on
the other side of India. East Pakistan rebelled with a Civil war in 1971, and gained
independence from the West (Pakistan) to become the country of Bangladesh.

11.  The currency of Bangladesh is called the taka which means 'currency’
in Bengali.

12.  Over 30% of Bangladesh's population live below the poverty line,
however, the economy and standards of living have been improving over recent
years.

13.  The national animal of Bangladesh is the endangered Royal Bengal
Tiger.

14. The Magpie Robin (or Doyel or Doel) is the national bird of
Bangladesh.

15.  The national flower of Bangladesh is the white-flowered water lily,
called Shapla.

16.  Jackfruit (Kathal in Bengali) is the national fruit and the Mango tree is
the national tree of Bangladesh.

17.  The most popular sport in Bangladesh is cricket. The national cricket
team first participated in the Cricket World Cup in 1999.

18. Kabaddi (or Ha-Du-Du) is the national game of Bangladesh. It is

often called the 'game of rural Bengal' and has no definite rules.

11. The world's largest discovered cave chamber (single room) is the
Sarawak Chamber, in the Gunung Mulu National Park, Malaysia.

12. Malaysia is one of 17 megadiverse countries on Earth. It is estimated
that Malaysia contains 20% of the world's animal species.

13.  There are atotal of 28 national parks in Malaysia.

14.  The national animal of Malaysia is the endangered Malayan tiger.

15.  Traditional Malaysian artworks include caved wooden masks,
handwoven baskets, and silverworks.

16.  The national drink of Malaysia is a hot milk tea called Teh tari, and
the national dish is called Nasi lemak, it is a fragrant rice dish cooked in coconut
milk, often served wrapped in a banana leaf, and usually eaten for breakfast.

14.  Poor healthcare, living conditions and a lack of access to good water
means Nigeria has a low general standard of living. The life expectancy is on
average just 52 years.

"Super Eagles" have made 5 appearances at the World Cup, won the African Cup
of Nations 3 times and won the football gold medal at the 1996 Olympics.

10.  Venezuela is home to many weird and interesting animals including
manatees, the Giant anteater, Three-toed sloth, Two-toed sloth, jaguar, Amazon

river dolphins, Orinoco crocodiles and the worlds largest rodent the capybara.
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11. Venezuela has over 1400 bird species, including kingfishers, ibises,
ospreys, and its national bird the yellow-orange Venezuelan Troupial.

12.  There are over 25,000 species of orchids in Venezuela, including the
country's national flower ‘flor de mayo orchid'.

13.  Venezuela was colonized by Spain in 1522. It declared independence
from Spanish rule in 1811, on July 5th (its celebrated National Day). The country
secured independence as part of the Republic of Gran Colombia in 1821, and
became its own independent republic in 1830.

14.  Venezuela has one of the largest natural gas reserves and has the 2nd
largest oil reserve in the world, it is one of the worlds top ten crude oil exporters.

15.  The currency of Venezuela is called the bolivar fuerte.

16. Spanish is the official language in Venezuela but over 30 other
indigenous languages are officially recognised including Wayuu, Warao, and
Pemon.

17. A type of small guitar called the cuatro is the national instrument of
Venezuela. and the national dance of Venezuela is the waltz-like dance called
joropo.

18. Baseball is Venezuela's most popular sport, there has been a
professional baseball league in the country since 1945.

19. The Venezuelan flag is colored yellow, blue and red. The yellow is
for land wealth, the blue for the sea that separates Venezuela from Spain, and the
red represents the blood shed by the heroes of independence.

Halloween is always celebrated on 31 October. On that night, many
people will look like frightening creatures such as vampires or ghosts. They do
this with the help of special clothing and face  paint.
Halloween traditions developed from Celtic beliefs in ancient Britain. The Celts
believed that spirits of the dead would return to their homes on October the thirty-
first, the day of the autumn feast. They built huge fires to frighten away evil
spirits that night.
People from Scotland and Ireland brought these ideas with them when they came
to America. Some believed that spirits played tricks on people on the last night of
October. Historians say many of the Halloween traditions of today developed
from those of ancient times. They say that wearing a mask to hide a person\'s face
is similar to the way ancient villagers covered their faces to make evil spirits go
away. On Halloween night, American children put on masks and other clothing.

They go from home to home shouting \"Trick or treat\"! If the people in the
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homes do not give them a treat, the children may play a trick on them. Some
adults put on costumes and attend Halloween parties. They also decorate their
homes. They might clean out the insides of pumpkins and cut funny faces on the
surface. Then, they place a burning candle inside. Some hang fake bats, spider

webs and other things around the home.

The significance of corn husks and stalks of wheat is pretty
straightforward. Halloween comes in the autumn, the traditional festival of
Samhain celebrated the end of summer and the end of the harvest, so these
images are meant to represent the end of harvest and the beginning of winter.
Corn and wheat are symbols of agricultural change, and the change of the
seasons. Nothing very spooky about it, unless it’s a decoration on your “haunted
hayride” or in a haunted house. All in all, it is the one Halloween symbol that
most clearly represents the pragmatic view of this controversial “holiday.” End
of summer = harvest = wheat and food to go around to make ready for winter.

See? Easy.
9. The Colors Orange and Black

Similar to #10, the colors orange and black are most likely further
representations of the time of year, rather than any Halloween lore or mythology.
The color orange likely represents autumn, when the leaves change from green
and orange pumpkins are ripe for the picking. As mentioned earlier, the Celtic
festival of Samhain marked the transition between “light” days and “dark” days —
so the black likely represents those dark days of winter when there are fewer
daylight hours to attend to the fields and crops. Of course, the modern secular
Halloween retailers have certainly pushed the orange-and-black as official colors
of Halloween, so such an explanation seems weak, but it’s true. What, you’d

rather hear about the “mystical powers of the color orange?”

8. Spiders

As we move more into the “spooky” tales of the Halloween symbol, we’ll
start with spiders. Go to a Halloween party and you’re sure to see fake
spiderwebs spread all over the place. Forgoing a discussion of any potential
mystical qualities a spider might have (because, ew), it is significant that spiders
weave webs, which has long been associated with the passing of time, progress,
and fate. OK, so maybe that’s a little mystical too. All in all, though, the spider’s
spinning of its web is a great natural representation of the cycle of life — a spider
spins its web, bugs fly into the web, nourish the spider, etc. Also, spiders like
dusty, dark places, so in anabandoned house (a favorite visiting spot on

Halloween) you’re bound to find plenty of spiders and spiderwebs.
7. Bats

Bats are nocturnal creatures, so it’s natural that a celebration about the end
of the light seasons and the beginning of the dark ones would incorporate them.
Additionally, in the old days Halloween meant big bonfires, which draw
mosquitoes and moths, which would in turn draw bats, so bats were likely a
common sight during the early Samhain festivals and later Halloween
celebrations. Those rational explanations aside, bats are sort of creepy, and
certain groups thought that the little flying rodents were able to communicate
with the dead. How they would know is uncertain, considering the bats can’t
communicate with US, but whatever. Also, once vampire legends made their
way into Halloween folklore, the position of the bat was set — since it was thought
that vampires could transform into bats. PLUS, witch hunters were pretty sure
that witches could transform into creepy creatures like black cats, bats, and
spiders, so there’s that, AND there are vampire bats who only feed on blood. All
those things put together might make bats the most Halloweeny things ever.

6. Black Cats

OK, so while Halloween started out to be about the end of harvest, etc.,
there are some ancient cultures who also believed that, on Halloween night, the
veil between the living world and the spirit world was, if not lifted entirely, at
least a little thinner. Ancient Celtic religions taught that cats were reincarnated
souls of humans, and that they were able to see the future. Also, it was thought
(as mentioned earlier) that witches could turn into cats. Even those who thought
that was fantastical believed cats to be the “familiar” of witches. Truth be told,
most single ladies were though to be witches, and, just like today, many of the
single ladies had cats. So, in the 1600’s or so, the local cat lady would have

probably been tried for witchcraft.

In the 1600’s and 1700’s several different cultures would hold a bonfire in
June on St. John’s Eve and they’d throw cats into said bonfire. King Louis
XIV forbade the practice, but the French villages kept doing it for more than a
hundred years after the practice was abolished. Thus is the superstitious power of

the cat.

5. Skeletons

Back to that whole “night where the line is blurred between the living and
the dead thing,” skeletons are an oft-seen Halloween symbol for that reason. The
skull, in particular, is a symbol used by many different cultures to represent either
the brevity of human mortality, the fear of death, or danger that can result in
death. Think about the Jolly Roger symbol on pirate ships — it was there to

threaten other ships into surrendering without a fight. In other religions, skulls
feature on the necklace of Hindu goddess Kali, over the head of Tama, Buddhist
Lord of Death, and the list goes on. The Druids and the Celts believed that the
skull was the “psychic seat” of the human soul. All in all, skulls and skeletons
are associated with Halloween because they represent the end of the physical part
of life, something that is connected to Halloween both because of the death of the

“light” seasons and because of the perceived connection to the spirit realm.
4. Ghosts

Since Samhain not only celebrated the end of harvest, but also those had
passed into the next “realm,” it is called by some a “festival of the dead.” The
idea of ghosts plays into this idea that Halloween night is the one night that the

spirits of the ancestors are able to walk among the living.
3. Masks and Costumes

Speaking of ghosts, what is Halloween without costumes? Back in Celtic
times, celebrators of Samhain would wear costumes in order to treat the roaming
spirits of the dead. It was thought that if you could trick the spirit, the spirit
would refrain from bothering you about pesky things like tributes and respect.
On a night that the “veil” between the spirit world and the natural world was so
thin, it’s best to pretend to be someone else. “Look busy,” if you will. In the
early 20th century, Americans started wearing costumes for Halloween, which
was celebrated but not with the Celtic beliefs in mind (at least, not for
everybody). In the 1950’s, trick-or treating became all the rage in the United
States (can you believe it was that late?) but it actually started out in Great Britain
and Ireland as something called “Souling,” As far back as the Middle Ages, poor

children would go door to door collecting handouts in return for their prayers for

the dead. They were called “guisers.” Now it’s just about looking as scary or
slutty as possible. Ah, progress.

2. Jack O’Lanterns

Originally, the aforementioned “guisers” would carry hollowed-out
turnips with candles inside them to light their way from house to house to beg and
pray. Eventually, the tradition changed to carving pumpkins, and Jack-o-
Lanterns as we know them were born. One legend sticks out above all others in
regards to the Jack-o-lantern tradition. An Irishman named “Stingy Jack” was
a drunk and a prankster, and he managed to make both God and the Devil angry.
He died, and neither heaven nor hell wanted him, so he was stuck wandering
around on earth. He carried a turnip, hollowed out, with a candle inside, to light
his way, and to keep him from knocking on their door, the Irish would carve
scary jack-o-lanterns to put around their houses to keep him away. Or, so they

believed, and a tradition was born.
1. Witches

What’s the go-to Halloween costume for most little girls? Oh right —
some Disney princess. What WAS the go-to Halloween costume for little girls
until about 10 years ago? Witch! What’s the go-to costume for most female
people who get talked into dressing up for their office’s Halloween party?
Witch! What’s the central subject of most Halloween movies? Unkillable serial
Killers and mass murderers! Different than witches! Though, if you talk to
someone from, say, the Salem Witch Trail era, the difference was not so great.
Witches were feared, and it was believed that their “powers” were at their greatest
on Halloween night. It was thought that witches were in league with the devil,
and that meant burnings at the stake, dunkings, and worse for women who had

never so much as touched a cauldron or a broomstick. Still, the image of a witch
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riding her broomstick across a full moon is one of the most traditional Halloween

symbols or images today.

Nutella riots

There have been crazy scenes in supermarkets across France. Shoppers
have been fighting and punching each other to buy jars of the hazelnut spread
Nutella. A nationwide chain of supermarkets cut the price of it by 70 per cent.
The supermarket Intermarché launched a promotion on 950-gram jars of the
sweet treat on January 25. The cost was slashed from €4.50 to €1.41. Long
queues formed outside stores, but shoppers lost their cool in the aisles. A witness
at one store described the chaos. She told French media: "They fought like
animals. A woman had her hair pulled, an elderly lady had a cardboard box put
on her head, and another woman had a bloody hand. It was terrible."
The maker of Nutella is an Italian company called Ferrero. It said it had nothing
to do with the discount. It tweeted: "The decision for the promotion was taken
[only] by Intermarche." It added: "We condemn the consequences of this
operation, which created confusion and disappointment among customers.” The
supermarket has not commented on this story. An employee said: "It was crazy. It
seemed like it was the first day of sales. People just rushed in, shoving everyone
and breaking things." He added: "It was like a riot. We nearly called the police.”
A tweeter explained how important Nutella is in France. She said: "French people

eat it by the spoonful. I had it on toast for breakfast as a child."

Rip-off Restaurant

Four Japanese tourists are very angry after a restaurant in Venice, Italy
charged them €1,100 ($1,350) for a dinner of steak, fish and water. In fact, the
four tourists say they were ripped off (overcharged) for their meal. The four
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diners are students and study in the city of Bologna. They were on a day trip to
Venice and decided to have dinner at a restaurant near the world-famous St
Mark's Square on Friday. As well as the police looking into this incident, the
mayor of Venice has promised he would also take action. The mayor said: "If this
disgraceful episode is confirmed, we'll do all we can to punish those responsible.
We are for justice - always."
It is common for tourists to be overcharged anywhere in the world. Tourism
groups in Venice are worried about the Japanese tourists saying they were ripped
off. This is because there have been many similar cases recently of rip-off prices
in Venice. One tourism group tweeted: "Whoever puts the good name of Venice
at risk, harms all Venetians." The restaurant has a very low 1.5 (out of 5) rating
on the website TripAdvisor.com. A huge 83 per cent of visitors gave it a
"Terrible™ rating. One TripAdvisor user complained that: "The food was very
average....They added almost €50 in taxes and a tip - these are the hidden fees

that they don't tell you about. And the service wasn't that good. | feel scammed."

Vulgar Language

Donald Trump has reportedly made racial comments about Haiti, El
Salvador and African countries. In an immigration meeting, he asked why the US
let people from "sh*thole countries” in. He also reportedly said: “"We need more
people from Norway." A Republican described Trump's words as "hate
filled...and racist". The White House did not deny that Trump made the remarks.
It said: "President Trump will always fight for the American people."
People worldwide are angry at President Trump's alleged comments. Republican
Mia Love said he had to apologize. The UN called the comments "shocking" and
"racist”. Haiti's ambassador to the US stated: "The President was either

misinformed or mis-educated about Haiti." President Trump denied making the
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comments. He tweeted: "Never said anything derogatory about Haitians....I have

a wonderful relationship with Haitians."

Selfieccino

A cafe in London has started a personalized way of making coffee. It is a
new form of barista art called the "selfieccino”. A barista is someone who makes
the coffee, lattes and frappuccinos in coffee shops. They used to draw chocolate
hearts, flowers and swirls in the white froth of the coffee. However, they have
now taken that to a new level. They can now put a picture of a customer's face in
the white frothy coffee topping. This means coffee lovers can sip on a cup of
coffee with their own self-portrait in it. The cafe is called the Tea Terrace. It is
located in one of London's top shopping areas, Oxford Street. The cafe sold over
400 of the personalized drinks within days of starting the service earlier this
week.
Baristas make use of technology to put the portraits of people on top of the
coffee. Customers send a picture of their face on an online messaging app. The
barista then uses a machine called a "Cino" to change the picture into an image on
the white froth using different food colourings. The whole process takes about
four minutes and costs $7.50 for the selfie in the coffee. The owner of the cafe,
Ehab Salem Shouly, explained why he started the selfieccino service. He said:
"It's not enough any more to just deliver great food and great service. It's got to be
Instagram worthy." People want to take photos of everything they do and post

their images on social media.

Jerusalem
The President of the United States of America, Donald Trump, has
announced that the USA officially recognizes that Jerusalem is the capital city of

Israel. This comes ahead of the USA moving its embassy from Tel Aviv to
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Jerusalem. The decision by President Trump overturns decades of America
having its embassy in the city of Tel Aviv. In an address at the White House, Mr
Trump explained his rationale for his decision. He said he, "judged this course of
action to be in the best interests of the United States of America, and the pursuit
of peace between Israel and the Palestinians”. He added that recognizing
Jerusalem as lIsrael's capital was, "nothing more or less than a recognition of
reality".

The UN called the decision "a moment of great anxiety". It added: "There is no
alternative to the two-state solution.” Israel's Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu
said it was "a historic day". He said Israel was profoundly grateful to President
Trump. Palestinian leader, Ismail Haniya, described Trump's decision as a
"flagrant aggression,” and "the official announcement of the end of the peace
process.” A Palestinian diplomat told the BBC that Mr Trump, "is declaring war
in the Middle East and against 1.5 billion Muslims." Israel's Haaretz newspaper
wrote: "It will certainly provide Iran and its allies with a wonderful rallying cry

and could even breathe new life into terrorist organizations like 1SIS."

Train Punctuality

Train companies in Japan are renowned for their punctuality. Many people
claim Japan's rail network is the envy of the world. Others say you can set your
own watch using a Japanese train's departure. Most rail companies around the
world apologize to passengers for delayed trains or cancellations. However, the
operators of Tokyo's Tsukuba Express line apologized for one of its trains leaving
20 seconds too early on Tuesday. According to the apology, the high-speed train
pulled out of a station 20 seconds earlier than scheduled due to staff members
failing to check the departure timetable. Even though the company issued the
apology, it said it had not received any complaints from passengers.

Bosses of the Tsukuba Express said the train crew did not sufficiently check the
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departure time and failed to accurately perform the departure operations. The
company made a statement in Japanese on its website. It "deeply" apologized for
the "severe inconvenience™ caused to passengers who missed the scheduled train,
even though the next train was just four minutes later. Many people tweeted about
the apology. One tweet read: "Tokyo train company's apology for 20-second-
early departure is one of the best things about Japan." A UK commuter tweeted:
"They apologize for being 20 seconds early, and yet you don't get an apology

from any major UK train company until they're over 2 hours late."

Cosmetic Surgery

Three Chinese women cannot leave a South Korean airport because their
passport photos do not match their faces. The women just had cosmetic surgery.
It changed their faces so much that passport officers cannot confirm their identity.
Their faces were still swollen and bandaged. A website said the women were not
allowed on their return flight to China. They were held for questioning at the
airport. It is still unclear when the women can go back to China.
South Korea is the world's cosmetic surgery capital. Cosmetic surgery tourism
from China is huge. Over 500,000 Chinese people go to South Korean clinics
each year. Many clinics specialize in the "Western" look. This is very popular
with young South Korean women. Many parents encourage their children to have
surgery so they look better in the job market. There are very popular prime time

TV cosmetic surgery shows in South Korea.

Global Catastrophe

Russia's president Vladimir Putin has warned that the crisis over North
Korea could cause a "planetary catastrophe”. He said if war broke out on the
Korean Peninsular, there would be a huge loss of life. He told reporters at a
meeting in China that talking and "peaceful dialogue" were the only ways to end
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the crisis. He warned the USA and North Korea that talking about military action
and war was very dangerous. He said: "Ramping up military hysteria in such
conditions is senseless. It's a dead end." Mr Putin said North Korea would never
give up its nuclear programme. He said: "They will eat grass instead of stopping
their nuclear programme, as long as they do not feel safe.”
Tensions in Korea are reaching very dangerous levels. On Sunday, North Korea
carried out its most powerful nuclear test ever. The United Nations Security
Council met after to tell North Korea to stop its testing. Many countries called for
stronger sanctions against North Korea. Mr Putin said sanctions have never
worked and would never work. He said sanctions against North Korea would be
useless and ineffective. The US ambassador to the UN, Nikki Haley, said North
Korea was "begging for war" because of its words and actions. She said: "War is
never something the United States wants. We don't want it now. But our country's

patience is not unlimited. We will defend our allies and our territory."

Alien Attack

America's space agency NASA has an exciting new job opening to protect
Earth from aliens. The position is for a Planetary Protection Officer (PPO). The
successful applicant will be responsible for making sure no life forms from outer
space come to Earth. The PPO makes sure astronauts and space equipment do not
come back from space with any alien bacteria. The position was posted on
the usajobs.gov website. According to the post, the new PPO will get a yearly
salary of up to $187,000. The job contract is for three years, but could be
extended for an additional two years. It is one of the most unique job positions in
the world. NASA only employs two PPOs. The job is only open to U.S. citizens
and u.S. nationals.
People who want to apply for the job must be well qualified. Candidates must

have "broad engineering expertise” and have a degree in physical science,
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engineering or mathematics. The candidate must also show they have experience
in "planning, executing, or overseeing elements of space programs of national
significance"”. A final requirement is that the candidate has "skills in diplomacy
that resulted in win-win solutions during extremely difficult and complex
multilateral discussions™. The new PPO will be responsible for planning several
future NASA missions. One of these will be a trip to one of Jupiter's icy moons,

Europa. The mission will search for signs of alien life on the moon.

Lemonade

A five-year-old girl in London was fined £150 ($194) by a local
government in London for selling 50p (65 cents) cups of lemonade. The fine
upset the little girl because she thought she had done something wrong. The girl's
father, Andre Spicer, is a university professor. He said his daughter set up the
stall on a street in London. She wanted to sell her lemonade to people who were
on their way to a music festival. Mr Spicer said his daughter burst into tears. He
said she told him "I've done a bad thing". Mr Spicer said his daughter was very
excited by the idea of setting up a lemonade stall near her house. He said: "She
just wanted to put a smile on people's faces. She was really proud of herself."
Mr Spicer explained what happened to make his daughter cry. He said: "After a
short time trading, four enforcement officers walked over from the other side of
the road. | was quite shocked. | thought that they would just tell us to pack up and
go home, but they turned on their mobile camera and began reading from a big
script explaining that she did not have a trading licence. My daughter clung to me
screaming 'Daddy, Daddy, I've done a bad thing.' She's five. We were then issued
a fine of £150. We packed up and walked home." A local government spokesman
said: "We are very sorry that this has happened....The fine will be cancelled

immediately and we have contacted Mr Spicer and his daughter to apologise."
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Robocop Police Officer

The world's first robot police officer has started working. Its name is
'RoboCop' and it went into service for the Dubai Police earlier this week.
Robocop's first official duty was to greet guests at the opening of a security
conference in Dubai. Apart from greeting visitors, its job was to answer questions
and give directions. RoboCop has a built-in tablet for people to interact with.
People can use the tablet to pay traffic fines and use other smart police services.
The tablet is linked to a police station, so people can talk to human police
officers. In addition, RoboCop can speak six languages, including English and
Arabic. The 170-centimetre-tall robot can also shake hands, salute people and
recognize people's emotions and facial expressions.
Dubai Police says RoboCop is the first of many robot police officers for the city.
A spokesman said that by 2030, 25 per cent of the Dubai Police force will be
robots. He said: "We are looking to make everything smart in Dubai Police. By
2030, we will have the first smart police station which won't require human
employees.” He added: "The RoboCop is the latest smart addition to the police
force and has been designed to help us fight crime, keep the city safe and improve
happiness levels." He said RoboCop will, "assist and help people in the malls or
on the streets". An official at the security conference commented that the future is
here now, saying: "The age of the robots is no longer coming. It has arrived."”
