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Radical Change in Representation of the Russian Economy
in English-Language Media Over the Past 5 Years (2017 — 2022)

ABSTRACT. The article deals with the lexical representation of the image of the Russian economy in the English-
language media over the past five years. Using the methods of critical discourse analysis and corpus linguistics tools, the
main changes in the description of the economic situation in the Russian Federation in foreign media publications are sys-
tematized. The research material includes an archive of news reports selected manually according to the topic and source
(the authors used the news library “lexisnexis.com”, which includes materials from, for example, such publications as The
Independent, The Times, The Guardian, The Daily Telegraph; for adequate modeling, materials from Russian publications in
English were not considered). This text corpus is analyzed using the corpus technologies of the AntConc service. The article
reports in detail the results of the analysis and the examples obtained, which can be used in practical classes in media lin-
guistics and political English. In 2017, the media allowed cooperation with Russia, and only in this case predicted economic
growth. In their opinion, one of the main problems was that a large number of oligarchs were in power and corruption was
rampant; the Russian citizens themselves suffered from lack of material resources, and most of them kept money abroad.
Compared to this period, in 2022 the authors register the use of emotional vocabulary and suffixes expressing disregard of
the media towards Russia, more frequent reference to the topic of oligarchs, and the proclamation of harm to the Russian
economy as the goal of Western policy.
