The problem of creative individuality in Russian literary criticism is

not new, but until now, paradoxically, we have no idea what this concept
includes. Is this a strictly fixed literary term or a common literary turno-
ver? When referring to various literary dictionaries [e.g., 2; 6; 7; 8] or
textbooks, which will be discussed below, the possibility of meeting this
phrase is very small. However, it should be noted that approaches to solving
the problem are outlined in these sources. Thus, Ya. E. Elsberg considers
that “only a truly powerful individual literary style has force and charm that
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make it possible to recognize in it the unique and captivating features of the
literary talent that created it, the creative individuality of the writer”. Fol-
lowing researchers clarify the formulated point of view. For example,
G. P. Abramovich will say: “just as the concept of style draws us to the
individual characteristics of individual writers and works ... so the concept
of artistic method correlates with the individual creative experience of the
writer” [1, p. 272]. According to the researcher, the writer’s individuality
is manifested not only in his stylistic originality, as Elsberg claims, but
also in the peculiarities of his artistic method. A similar point of view has
N. A. Gulyaev, who noted that each writer “has a purely individual vision
of the world” [4, p. 113]. In its turn, “the originality of the worldview and
artistic thinking of a particular author” will be expressed through the
method and style [4, p. 192].

So, two fairly obvious approaches to the definition of the concept of
“creative individuality” are formed. Firstly, creative individuality is the
stylistic originality of the writer, which is expressed “in the system of ar-
tistic means, in internal natural connections and interactions between
them” [1, p. 273]. This point of view had its supporters, it is still relevant
nowadays. This position is held, for example, by V. V. Khimich. Style, in
the researcher’s understanding, is a “system of artistic means”, but above
all, “the law of the content of form, as a ‘generating’ principle”, located “in
the depth of artistic creation, according to which the individual integrity of
the artistic world is formed” [9, p. 42]. We must also note the accuracy of
understanding the category of style as an artistic regularity that determines
the choice of certain techniques in their consistency, which is demonstrat-
ed by V. V. Khimich. At the same time, we agree with the researchers
who see the formation of the “completeness of the artistic world” as the
prerogative of the genre but not the style (N. L. Leiderman). In addition,
perceiving the creative individuality of the artist only as the style (with all
the prevalence of this point of view) is hardly fair. In our opinion, this
point of view significantly narrows the concept of “creative individuality”.

Secondly, creative individuality includes, first of all, the method of the
writer. The individual originality of the writer's artistic method will consist
in the principles of selection, representation and evaluation of reality, which
undoubtedly affects the style originality, since the method is a factor deter-
mining the style. And this point of view was supported by a number of re-
searchers. Thus, M. B. Khrapchenko completely refutes the first approach.
“The position that the method is a general one, and the individual is a style,
is now widely recognized. It turns out that the creative personality of the
writer manifests itself mainly in the field of style. But this, — says the re-
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searcher, — of course, is incorrect. It is revealed primarily in the originality
of his artistic thinking, his poetic vision and reflection of life, and therefore
it is natural that it finds its expression in the individual characteristics of the
writer’s creative method” [10, p. 196]. If we are talking about creative indi-
viduality, it seems that it is not entirely correct to limit it only to the frame-
work of method and style, excluding other literary categories.

In general, we can conclude that at the moment the problem of the
artist’s creative individuality is still unresolved in our literary studies.
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With the changes in the current economic situation, the difficulty of

obtaining employment for college students has increasingly become a hot
issue. Especially in the process of the transformation of education mode,
the number of college students is increasing. The unbalanced economic
development also makes the employment pressure gradually increase. The
employment concept of college students is incorrect, which makes em-
ployment problems further. Therefore, it is necessary to think about the
employment issues of students, so that college students can establish a
correct concept of employment, combined with salary, work area and pro-
fessional skills to make a reasonable career choice [1]. The government
must promulgate relevant policies to encourage college students to sup-
port underdeveloped areas, alleviate employment contradictions in back-
ward areas, and at the same time promote the improvement of college stu-
dents’ ability to innovate independently.

1. Analysis of the specific background of college students’ difficulty
in obtaining employment.

At present, the speed of my country’s economic development is always
increasing, but there is still an imbalance in development between regions
and a large waste of resources, which increases the contradiction between
economic growth and employment. Under such conditions of unbalanced
economic development, college students must consider the reasons for the
slow growth of domestic jobs, analyze the long-term unreasonable
economic structure, and better solve the employment contradiction [2].

When facing employment problems, college students often lack effec-
tive guidance. To understand the difficulty of employment, the current
education model should be considered. Especially in the current process
of college reform, the number of colleges and universities enrolling more
and more students, the total number of college graduates accounted for
most of the new labor force, but under the current economic situation,
economic growth is slowing down, and the number of people waiting for
employment is gradually increasing. The problem of difficult employment
for students appears, and further hinders the development of students [3].

In the traditional concept, college students often have high expectations
and want to find a job they want, which leads to a wrong career view, which
mainly involves the following aspects: the salary of graduates is higher than
the salary position of the employer; Under the influence of traditional con-
cepts, they seek stable positions in government agencies; they are often willing
to stay in developed cities in the work area, while ignoring the employment
needs of some backward cities, resulting in employment difficulties [4].

Affected by the rise of the Internet, employment information and em-
ployment channels have appeared diversified. The information received
by college students is not only from a wide range of sources but also rich
in content. Although it has increased the selectivity of college students, it
has also appeared to be misleading to college students.

2.1. Employment guidance for college students and the establishment
of professional teachers.

Carrying out career planning for college students will help students
make reasonable adjustments to college life and play a positive role in the
future career development of students. Today, when the employment situa-
tion is not optimistic, systematic employment guidance standards can ena-
ble students to develop a sense of planning for career development and
establish a correct career outlook.

2.2. The diversified trend of students' career value orientation and the
improvement of employability.
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In the analysis of the employment dilemma of college students, it is
understood that the value of college students to the profession is diversi-
fied. The so-called career value orientation is often an attitude towards
career. In the process of career choice, it will have a certain impact on the
career development of students. Wrong career values will cause problems
for students’ employment. However, the current value orientation of col-
lege students presents diversified development characteristics, and there
are contradictions in career values, which are affected by traditional con-
cepts. In the process of employment of college students, enhance employ-
ability and strengthen the ability to integrate theory with practice.

2.3. The problem of complex employment environment and high-
quality personnel training.

In the current economic development process, the unemployed popu-
lation has increased, which has a negative impact on our society and
economy. Therefore, facing the complex international and domestic em-
ployment environment, college students encountered greater pressure in
the process of carrying out employment work, which affected the learning
of brand-new market concepts; under the influence of traditional planned
economy, they formed backward thinking, which made the current em-
ployment environment has become more complicated.

3.1. Specific countermeasures to promote the employment of college
students.

Carry out employment guidance, lectures and other methods to effec-
tively guide and plan students' employment and career choices, guide col-
lege students to establish a correct outlook on employment, and establish
reasonable career goals. Secondly, the school should communicate with
employers, understand the needs of employers for talents, and actively train
students to improve their overall abilities. Cultivate students’ career plan-
ning, introduce students' professional ability requirements and development
trends in detail according to the characteristics of each major, so that stu-
dents can form interest in majors and stimulate their motivation for learning.

3.2. Relevant departments strengthen system reforms and provide
policy support.

First, the relevant government departments should encourage college
students to work in remote areas, provide certain policy support, expand
the employment channels for graduates, strengthen the promotion of em-
ployment work, and guide graduates to establish correct concepts; second-
ly, employers are working In the selection process, it is necessary to intro-
duce graduates of different levels and change the concept of selection;
finally, enterprises must seize the opportunity to actively absorb college
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students, reserve talents, adjust the talent structure, and enhance the overall
vitality of the enterprise.

3.3. Promote the reform of existing teaching models in colleges and
universities.

First of all, it is necessary to rationally set up majors to meet the
needs of the current society. It is necessary to strengthen the trend forecast
of employment situation and professional talents, and strengthen the de-
velopment of specialty professions; Enlightenment by strengthening the
combination of theory and practice to enhance students’ hands-on ability;
finally, to accurately position colleges and universities, form a distinctive
talent training model, and combine the actual conditions of the market to
clarify the direction and level of talent training.

Conclusion. It is necessary to consider the problems brought about by the
economic situation and the transformation of education mode to the employ-
ment of college students, and analyze from different levels, which will help
students improve their own requirements. Learning professional knowledge
and abilities will help students maintain correct concepts throughout the work
process. Relevant government departments must reform the system and pro-
vide policy support for the employment of college graduates. Colleges and
universities must carry out in-depth reforms in teaching to make the profes-
sional setting more in line with the current development needs of society and
enterprises. At the same time, colleges and universities are providing em-
ployment guidance for college students. In the process, it is necessary to
broaden the employment channels, guide students to form a sense of planning
for their careers, and continuously promote the healthy growth of students.
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Today, a special place in historical science is given to historical

memory, its formation and preservation. Memory and recollections are the
key categories of the humanities of the XX-XXI centuries, since they re-
flect the historical processes of transformation of generations, form new
problems for study in the context of a rapid change in media technologies
and scientific paradigm [1]. Of course, one should not ignore the special
influence of fiction on the formation of mass historical consciousness. For
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the analysis of works of fiction, publications of the 19th century were se-
lected, as close as possible to the era of the Napoleonic wars.

One of the brightest works of this period is “Vanity Fair” by
W. M. Thackeray [2]. The events of the novel take place during the Napo-
leonic Wars (1815) — one of its main characters dies in the Battle of Water-
loo. The author does not provide any descriptions of military leaders, strate-
gy or battles, while the author's negative attitude towards the war can be
traced.

The novel by the famous British writer Charlotte Bronté “Shirley” [3]
is set in Yorkshire in 1811-1812, during the industrial depression caused
by the Napoleonic Wars and the War of 1812.

Victorian and Edwardian children's writer J. A. Henty wrote a num-
ber of novels about the French Revolution and the Napoleonic Wars. The
first of which are “Young Gornyshki, A Tale of the War on the Peninsu-
la”, “Through the Russian Snows: The Story of Napoleon's Retreat from
Russia” [4], “Under Wellington's Command: A Tale of the Peninsular
War, Leadership and Courage: The Story of Nelson’s Days”. Most of the
works of J.A. Henty about the Napoleonic Wars describe events in which
Britain was a participant (these are the actions of the British fleet, the war
in the Iberian Peninsula and the battle of Waterloo).

The era of the Napoleonic wars is reflected in the children’s novel
“Warrant Officer Tikhonya” by the English seafarer and writer Frederick
Marriet. The author served as an officer in the Royal Navy (1806-1830),
in his works F. Marriet touches upon the experience of British naval offic-
ers and the conduct of battles at sea [5].

In 1833, a novel by an anonymous author, Benson Poulet, or the
French in Moscow, was published. The novel consists of 9 chapters. In the
story, a simple officer is exchanged for an English merchant. The protago-
nist of the novel is the English merchant Poulet, who personifies the
British virtues (an honest merchant who contributes to the well-being of
the empire, which rests on 3 pillars: trade, Protestantism and dominion
over the seas) [6].

The work of the lesser known author G. S. Merriman’s “Guardsman
Barlash” (1903) touches upon the events of the retreat from Moscow. The
author fully conveys the flavor of the era, Napoleonic discipline in the ar-
my, the mood of soldiers and officers fighting for the “beloved
emperor” [7].

The writer Jane Austen lived most of her life during the French Revo-
lutionary and Napoleonic Wars, and two of her brothers served in the
Royal Navy. J. Austen almost never mentions dates or historical events in
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his novels, but wartime England forms part of the general background for
some of them: in Pride and Prejudice, the local militia (civilian volun-
teers) was called in to defend the home, and its officers play a role in the
conspiracy; at Mansfield Park, Fanny Price’s brother William is a mid-
shipman (training officer) in the Royal Navy; and in Persuasion, Frederick
Wentworth and several other characters are naval officers who have re-
cently returned from service.

The era of the Napoleonic Wars occupies a special place in the collec-
tions of stories by Sir Arthur Conan Doyle “The Exploits of Brigadier
Gerard” and “The Adventures of Brigadier Gerard”. The collections tell
about the events of the period of the Napoleonic wars, the narrative is
stylized like memoirs and is conducted on behalf of the fictional cavalry
officer Gerard. Conan Doyle took material for his stories from historical
essays. In the stories, you can see elements from “Memories of the French
campaign in Spain” by De Rocca, “Memories of the war in Spain” by de
Niley and “War memoirs of Colonel de Gonneville”. It was because of
these works that the author made his hero a cavalryman. Conan Doyle
also used Marbeau’s Memoirs. There are many similarities between these
two works. The stories about the capture of Zaragoza and about the “Mar-
shal Cologne” are taken from the corresponding chapters of "Memoirs" by
Marbeau [8].

It should be noted that works in the genre of a war novel, popular in
Europe in the 1820s years, took the structure of a historical novel as a ba-
sis, processing the memories of veterans into fictitious adventures. In the
1820-1830s numerous autobiographies and writings of war veterans ap-
peared.

Thus, the era of the Napoleonic Wars was one of the favorite subjects
in British literature. The main themes of the works concerned naval bat-
tles, the theater of war in the Iberian Peninsula, the campaign of the period
of the “Hundred Days” (first of all, the Battle of Waterloo); attention was
paid to the confrontation between Russia and France and the burnt-out
Moscow. And, if in the first third of the XIX century the authors praised
the heroism of the British army in the person of its most prominent com-
manders, painted a demonic image of the enemy, then in the second half
and at the end of the century these approaches were replaced by more re-
strained, realistic assessments, interest in the fate of the common man.
The horrors of war gradually faded into the background. Historians who
turned to the subjects of the era of the Napoleonic wars did not always
manage to move away from the romantic image.
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What image of political leader does a people visualize to share with

next generation?

How communicative memory is represented in modern massmedia?
This problem is up-to-date and still open. The subject of scientific
disputes is an understanding of a term “communicative memory”. Views

of scientists about this point differ.

Methodology and methods of research. The basis for the construc-

tion of our concept was the system-culturological approach, which deter-
mines the understanding of culture as a systemic whole, affecting the func-
tioning and evolutionary development of its specific subsystems and indi-
vidual elements. As such, the mass media were identified as one of the main
translators of discursive practices related to the formation and development
of communicative and cultural memory as the most important indicator of
the development of society on the basis of civilizational humanistic tradi-
tions.

Memory is something without which neither a person nor human
communities can exist, develop and communicate at various levels [3]. It
is natural that in cognitive psychology, memory is defined not only as a
mental cognitive process, but also, which is relevant for the new digital
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era, as “the ability of a living system to record the fact of interaction with
the environment (external or internal), to store the result of this interaction
in the form of experience and use it in behavior”. [14, p. 18].

The cultural studies scholar Jan Assmann, in the Preface to the classic
monograph “Cultural memory. Writing, memory of the past and political
identity in the high cultures of antiquity”, justifying the applied significance
of the problems of memory and memories for modern cultural studies, ar-
gued the following statement: “By all indications, it seems that a new par-
adigm of cultural Sciences is developing around the concept of ‘memory’,
thanks to which the most diverse phenomena and areas of culture — art and
literature, politics and society, religion and law — appear in a new context”
[1, p. 11]. J. Assman proposes to understand communicative memory as a
special form of not only actualization, but also translation through the
mass media of various cultural meanings. This type of memory is primarily
a “generation of non-modernity” and “finding / resurrection of meaning”.
Cultural memory can be, the conclusion was made, “cold” and “hot™. The
latter is focused on dynamics, development and in its “hot” version has
the value of an orienting force for culture. Assman calls the “hot” cultural
memory a myth, that is, the past fixed and internalized to the state of “justi-
fying history”, regardless of the authenticity or fictitiousness of this image.
In this capacity, in his opinion, cultural memory can perform two func-
tions — justifying and counter-presenting [15].

According to V. O. Chistyakov, the myth shows the past as meaning-
ful and confirming the necessity of the present order of things. This type
of memory is characteristic of established and stable nation-States. Con-
trare-Senta a function connected with the sense of present imperfection
and a reference to the past as the “Golden age”, the “heroic age” etc. Here
is criticized from the point of view of “the beautiful past”, a comparison
which reveals the imperfection of the current state of Affairs [4, p. 79].

After all, each text, reflecting to a greater or lesser extent individual
or group linguistic consciousness, contains an element of national identity.
S. G. Ter-Minasova quite rightly notes that “only by going beyond the
framework of their culture, that is, when faced with a different worldview,
you can understand the specifics of your social consciousness, see the dif-
ference or conflict of cultures” [8].

In general, cultural memory as an organ of non-eternal, largely ritual
memory, is most often represented, of course, in one form or another by
professionals — scientists-historians, school and University teachers,
writers, publicists. It is cultural memory that largely justifies the identity
of a particular community. In turn, the formation and development of
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communicative memory is non-specialized and is caused by everyday
communication of an individual or subject-subject communication within
a particular society, and in new conditions, a network community [11].

The concept of collective memory was developed by the French
sociologist Maurice Halbwachs. He stated that the memory that arises in the
process of socialization of the individual is not only meaningfully mediated
by the social environment in which the individual lives, but also deter-
mines the priorities of the significance of certain facts and events. At the
same time, since a person is, as a rule, a member of several collectives at
the same time, he can be characterized as a carrier of more than one col-
lective memory. Halbwachs distinguished collective and individual
memory. The sphere of individual memory, the scientist concluded, is the
sensory world of the individual. It also, in his opinion, connects various
collective memories, which, in principle, determines the individuality of
the individual. Only through the prism of individual memory can we, he
wrote, “look at collective memory” [12, p. 31], that is, it is the common
collective memory that unites individuals into groups, and ultimately de-
termines its identity.

If we follow the logic of this kind of reasoning and accept as an axiom
that cultural memory is nothing but “meaning”, then it should have such
properties as consistency, axiology, integrativeness, cognitive activity, etc.
the Functionality of cultural memory allows its carriers to Orient them-
selves in the surrounding reality on the basis of knowledge or, in another
way, specific mechanisms of life-non-existence. And since it is associated
with a certain group, it not only serves as a kind of link “between the past,
present and future, but also conveys values that determine the specifics of
identification and behavioral norms” [10, p. 36].

Unlike cultural memory, again, “communicative memory encom-
passes the content of memory that is constantly changing in the process of
daily communication within social groups. We share memories, rumors,
or news with colleagues, friends, or family members”. [9] Changes in
technologies for collecting, processing and broadcasting mass infor-
mation, the multimedia nature of content and the process of its digitaliza-
tion, as evidenced by recent studies [13], have changed many qualitative
characteristics that contribute to the representation of certain forms of
communicative memory.

Research interest in memory as an object of an interdisciplinary prob-
lem field is steadily increasing in the Humanities precisely at the present
time, when the transformation processes in public life have not just
accelerated, but have acquired centripetality. Moreover, the function of
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social memory is equated by some scientists with the biological instinct of
self-preservation of society as such and its mechanisms of activity, and the
main goal of historical memory is seen as the reproduction and representa-
tion of the past, which serve the cultural orientation of human life in the
present [6]. At the same time, very significant trends come to the fore in
current research. So “Pierre Nora in his famous book (speech IDA about the
publication of Nora P. Problematics of places of memory. France-memory.
St. Petersburg: St. Petersburg state University, 1999. — V. O., E. O.) stated
that ‘mass media, politicians and justice are ahead of historians’” [2, p. 57-
58]. Therefore, if collective memory manifests itself in all spheres of ac-
tivity, and first of all finds expression in the mass-communication sphere,
then it is proved that it is the mass media that largely determines the iden-
tity of a particular society, at least in some significant components of mass
CONSciousness.

Conclusion. The results of our research indicate that currently the
images of collective memory are increasingly reflected in creolized texts
(the texture of which consists of two heterogeneous parts: verbal — lan-
guage / speech, and non-verbal-belonging to other sign systems), which is
one of the most important trends in the development of modern journalism
as convergent and multimedia. The focus of media theory in General and
journalism theory in particular is the most important problem related to
the study of the social functions of communicative and cultural memory.
Today, it should be distinguished and described not only as the most rele-
vant phenomenon of Modern times, but also as a factor in the formation
and preservation of the national and cultural identity of the nation in the
context of globalization through, among other things, the opened opportu-
nities of convergent mass media of the digital era.
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Of great importance in the work of the exploratory squad is the
theoretical, practical and moral and psychological preparation of university
students to participate in field exploratory expeditions at the battle sites of
the Great Patriotic War of 1941-1945. The methods developed over the
years of the existence of the exploratory movement for conducting pro-
specting and exploration and exhumation works, the examination of
personal items and mortal medallions lose their effectiveness if performed
in bad faith. The exclusion of any of the necessary actions does not lead to
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the identification of names and the perpetuation of memory, but to the irre-
versible loss of names and destinies, which will no longer be possible to
establish. By no means all search formations perform the entire range of
necessary work, even in combat regions, where search experience often
prevails over the experience of the so-called rear-service formations. There
is a quite logical explanation for this: most of the work is done by enthusiasts,
and the staff of professionals is small, the necessary knowledge and experi-
ence are acquired through their own trial and error [3, p. 10-11].

At the present stage of development of the exploratory movement,
there is no formalized concept of “exploratory training”. The content and
methods of training search engines vary mainly depending on the experi-
ence and competence of the squad leader or the invited specialist. The
specifics of search work on the battlefield of the Great Patriotic War does
not allow developing a unified approach, both to the search work itself,
and to preparation for it. The exploratory community seeks to disseminate
uniform standards for conducting exhumation works by introducing uni-
form reporting documentation. However, it is impossible to completely
regulate the exploratory activity in this way, taking into account its volun-
tary and independent basis, a significant part of the work of exploratory
squads still depends only on their conscientiousness and responsible atti-
tude to business.

Thus, in the training of young members of ¢ squads, the determining
factor is, firstly, the transmission of experience, and secondly, the educa-
tional component, the formation of responsibility and awareness [1, p.
202]. The educational potential of the exploratory squads expedition and
search activity as a whole is revealed when considering and organizing
them as an educational environment. According to L. S. Vygotsky’s edu-
cational environment is a special artificial environment for a young per-
son, designed to present him with the main characteristics of those social
life forms that he may encounter in the process of his growing up. It is
necessary to abandon the spontaneous principle in the educational process
and oppose it with reasonable resistance and control of this process,
achieved through the rational organization of the environment [2, p. 86].

Let us consider the possibility of practical implementation of these
principles on the example of the activities of the student exploratory squad
“Sibir”. The main directions of the detachment's work and their specific
content are determined by the decision of the general meeting of the de-
tachment members. The active participation of students in making mana-
gerial decisions and their subsequent implementation plays an important
role in the formation of a responsible attitude to business. The task of the
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teacher, the leader of the squad, is to delegate as much power as possible
in decision-making to the members of the squad, to strive for the transi-
tion from an object position to a subjective one and the transformation of
students from performers into actors. The teacher should act as an initiator
and moderator of the discussion, drawing on his experience, warn about
possible risks and help formulate a solution. With such a campaign, the
general assemblies of the detachment can be considered as subject-
oriented situations, i.e. specially designed pedagogical situations containing
a high potential for the manifestation of students' subjectivity [4, p. 257].

Achieve the manifestation of the subjective qualities of the individual
allows the rational distribution and rotation of duties in the detachment,
which should also be based on the principles of voluntary initiative. The
functional areas of responsibility chosen by students should be results-
oriented. In the activities of the exploratory squad “Sibir”, such zones are
the management of groups in social networks, photo support of events,
storage and maintenance of equipment, preparation and holding of general
meetings, interaction with the university administration and social part-
ners. Each of them provides an opportunity for the manifestation of per-
sonal initiative, independence, responsibility in choosing, making and im-
plementing decisions. The search expedition expands the range of areas of
responsibility, allows you to combine them with the periodic performance
of function of duty on the camp.

The exploratory squad as a model of the educational environment has
great potential for the formation of responsibility in young people. In ado-
lescence, value orientations are developed in which the very essence of a
person is manifested [5, p. 472]. Various directions and forms of activity
of the exploratory squad, the very principles of its organization, create
conditions for the actualization of personality traits, which will contribute
to adaptation in all spheres of social relations, will allow making inde-
pendent decisions and be responsible for their activities.
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A gifted child is like a bright star in the sky, requiring special atten-

tion. You need to take care of him so that he turns into a beautiful, full of
energy star. Someone the clever said: “The fate of a child depends on the
experience and views of a particular teacher, the traditions of school, the
life ambitions of the parents”. In fact, working with gifted or talented
children dictates certain requirements for the teacher's personality:

» desire to work outside the box;

* search activity, curiosity;

* knowledge of the psychology of adolescents and the psychology of
gifted children;

« the teacher’s readiness to work with gifted children.
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Teachers tend to strive to create a supportive environment for maxi-
mum learning success but students in the classroom have different
knowledge levels and cope with the proposed assignments in different
ways. Nevertheless, all students receive basic knowledge, what should
more talented and gifted children do so that they do not lose interest in the
subject? In relation to such students, careful, well-thought-out planning of
activities in the classroom is necessary, taking into account the prospects
for the development of each. The talents and abilities of students can be
identified by teachers, parents, students themselves. After all, it is no se-
cret that excellent students may turn out to be not gifted children, they
simply may have highly developed cognitive abilities. | decided to include
different types of activities on my lessons for the same assignments and to
observe the manifestation of the students’ abilities. At the first lesson, |
asked the task “VVocabulary Map”. This is a rather difficult task, in which
it was necessary to select synonyms, antonyms, examples from the context
and by comparing them, give out their own resulting definition. Children
who were successful in learning English quickly and easily coped with the
task but did not find a match, did not draw the “red thread” of an alterna-
tive solution. Imagine my surprise when such a task, but later than other
children, was completed by a student whom | previously considered “dif-
ficult”. Why? It is difficult for him to speak, he stutters, works for a long
time on the assignment, never raises his hand, asks questions which do not
relate to the topic of the lesson or assignment. With a few minutes left, |
sat down next to him. It turned out that he was building a plan for per-
forming the exercise according to the principle of the “Fishbone” tech-
nigues. Another child, presenting a project, was constantly on the move,
staged performances. These discoveries shocked me! My children are
gifted but they are gifted in different areas! So, why not use these gifted
areas to improve understanding and learning on my lessons?! Considering
the most reliable criteria based on Freeman’s research.

The most interesting form of work, which | included in the series of
successive lessons, turned out to be a webinar to provide opportunities for
active learning through meeting with a scientist. The guys prepared ques-
tions for the architect in advance, including the entire list of high intellec-
tual abilities. | tracked questions on imagination, creativity, deductive and
logical thinking. The online meeting aroused great interest among children
and resulted in the development of social, verbal and presentation skills.
Now | would like to outline the problems that | faced in working with
gifted and talented students. Firstly, each of the students is gifted in a dif-
ferent area, therefore, you need to include assignments for different areas
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of giftedness; secondly, such children in my class did not always agree to
work in groups due to their temperament and it was necessary to develop
individual tasks for them; thirdly, these guys are not used to accepting and
analyzing a different point of view — until the third lesson, they insisted
only on their decision and vision of protecting the project. | had to struc-
ture the work in groups in such a way that gifted children were dependent
on the statements and answers of other team members. My goal was to
teach them to listen and hear, and then, analyzing, choose the best. At the
first lesson, | used the vocabulary map critical thinking technique. Pupil A
was asked to compose synonyms-antonyms for adverbs from the text and
to compose their own example sentences using a synonymous set of ad-
verbs in order to trace how the stylistic coloring of the sentence changes.
Pupil B did a derivational analysis of adverbs, choosing different forms of
words and making a definition. Based on word formation, he needed to
draw a conclusion about the formation of an adverb and give his own
examples. Pupil C found adverbs for A and B in the text, arranged them in
a column, wrote down the translation and contextual usage next to them.
Thus, the work of A and B depended on the effectiveness mind C. This
task was selected specifically to enhance the significance of student C,
raising the level of his success against the background other students. Pu-
pil A had to listen to the opinions B and C, rely on the results of their
work. Pupil B needed to deduce contextual dependence in order to see the
method of word formation, since in English words change their form de-
pending on the context. Pupil C found all the adverbs correctly, deter-
mined their meaning, strengthened his position as a group work. In con-
clusion, considering that this was the first lesson and the first experience
of children, disputes and disagreements arose about working in a group.
Mostly, pupils A at first “pressed” on pupils B and C, because their work
depended on completing assignments B and C. Students in categories B
and C felt discomfort and sometimes even refused to work in a group with
student A because of his persistence and emotional pressure.

The following conclusions can be drawn: to distribute work in the
class, taking into account the age and individual characteristics of stu-
dents; create a platform for inclusive learning at their lessons; observe the
presence of a comfortable and supportive learning environment in groups;
stipulate the rules for working in a group and the rules for the distribution
roles in each lesson; prepare additional assignments for students all cate-
gories (A, B, C). Trace the possibility realizing the goals and objectives
students B and C based on work in a group with a student A.
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The work of a teacher with gifted children is a complex and
never-ending process. It requires from teachers and educators personal
growth, good, constantly updated knowledge in the field with the psycholo-
gy gifted and their training, as well as close cooperation with psycholo-
gists, other teachers, the administration and, of course, with the parents
the gifted. It requires constant growth of skill, pedagogical flexibility, the
ability to abandon what even today seemed to be a creative find and a
strong point.

In the system of correctional speech therapy work with children with
General underdevelopment of speech, due to the complexity of the struc-
ture of the defect, the formation of coherent speech is of particular im-
portance that requires long-term corrective process, the relationship be-
tween a speech therapist, educator, parent and child.

R. E. Levin defines a general underdevelopment of speech in children
with regulatory hearing and primary intact intellect as a form of speech
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pathology, which disrupted the formation of all components of the speech
system relating to its phonetic and semantic side [4].

The observed difficulties in mastering the skills of coherent speech by
children with a general underdevelopment of speech are due to the under-
development of the main components of the language system — phonetic-
phonemic, lexical, grammatical, insufficient formation of both pronouncing
(sound) and semantic (semantic) sides of speech. R. E. Levina also high-
lights that the presence of secondary deviations in the development of the
leading mental processes (perception, attention, memory, imagination,
etc.) creates additional difficulties in mastering coherent speech [4].

In children with general underdevelopment of speech, there is not
very accurate use of some lexical meanings, based on relatively detailed
speech. In the everyday vocabulary of children, verbs and nouns have a
predominant meaning. They do not know enough words that denote signs,
qualities, actions, as well as the state of objects. For such children, the
selection of single-root words is not always possible, as well as the new
formation of words with the help of morphemes (suffixes and prefixes).
Significant difficulties in the use and selection of word variants are pre-
sent in children with general underdevelopment of speech inability to use
the methods of word formation. Very often they replace the desired word
with another one, since it is similar in meaning, the name of a part of the
object, the name of the whole object.

Currently, there are a number of concepts related to the intensive pro-
cess of informatization in the field of education.

Information technologies are a set of knowledge about the ways and
means of working with information resources, and a way of collecting,
processing and transmitting information to obtain new information about
the object under study [3].

Information technology is a pedagogical technology that uses special
methods, software and technical means (cinema, audio and video tools,
computers) to work with information [1].

Studies devoted to the problem of studying and correcting the general
underdevelopment of speech are found in the works of T. V. Gurovets,
S. I. Mayevskaya, L. V. Lopatina, N. V. Serebryakova, I. I. Mamaichuk,
etc. As studies show, overcoming systemic speech underdevelopment, as a
rule, has a long and complex dynamics. Therefore, the use of specialized
computer technologies in the correctional and educational process, taking
into account the patterns and features of the development of children with
general speech underdevelopment, will increase the effectiveness of cor-
rectional education, speed up the process of preparing preschoolers and
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younger schoolchildren for literacy, prevent the appearance of secondary
disorders of written speech, and, consequently, reduce the risk of social
maladaptation. The structure of violations in general speech underdevelop-
ment determines the need for systematic systematic corrective work based
on preserved types of perception [2].

As mentioned above, ICT technologies are one of the most effective
means of teaching, and their application in special pedagogy is gaining
momentum every year. Over the past few years, researchers who devote
their work to this area have openly discussed the content, forms and
methods of correctional and pedagogical work, as well as the nature of the
professional opinion of specialists in this matter. According to such au-
thors as I. K. Vorobyov, M. Yu. Galanina, N. N. Kulishov, O. I. Kukush-
kina et al., each new task of correctional and pedagogical work undergoes
transformation from the point of view of the problems of the method, as
well as the development and testing of such learning paths that would make
it possible to achieve maximum success in the development and education
of children from primary school age who have special educational needs.

The use of ICT in special (correctional) education of children with
various developmental problems, including speech, is based on the main
provisions of the research given by domestic (A. P. Ershov, I. V. Robert,
E. I. Mashbits, V. V. Rubtsov, etc.) and foreign (R. Williams,
G. M. Kleiman, etc.) scientists in the field of general pedagogy.

According to the authors R. F. Abdeev, V. P. Bespalko, the use of
ICT makes it possible to optimize the pedagogical process, individualize
the teaching of children with speech development disorders and signifi-
cantly increase the effectiveness of activities.

O. . Kukushkina notes in her research that the use of ICT in the pro-
cess of teaching older preschoolers with general underdevelopment of
speech allows: to motivate their activities (by modeling a correctional and
developing computer environment) in cases where it is impossible to do
this by other means; to design new meaningful areas of education, the de-
velopment of which is complicated outside of computer models; to find
significantly more effective ways to solve traditional tasks of special edu-
cation.

The analysis of specialized literature devoted to this issue makes it
possible to understand that ICT tools are not part of the content of such
work for a specialist in correctional and pedagogical work, but an addi-
tional set of features that allow correcting deviations in the development
of coherent speech of older preschool children.
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Due to the low interest in mathematics, more precisely geometry.
There is an obvious need to change the way geometry is taught in school.
And first of all, of course, you need to take care of the methodology of
teaching the subject, you should eliminate the dryness of the material pre-
sented in textbooks. To revive it, so that the rigor of the system of the
most exact science and the monotonous tedious manner of proof will not
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alienate the young schoolboy. To create conditions that would give an
excellent opportunity to understand, comprehend the subject, in addition,
to interest students-the direct responsibility of the methodology. The first
task in a country where universal compulsory education is carried out is to
eliminate compulsion and boredom from geometry lessons and, if possi-
ble, to give space to students’ self-activity. It is necessary to strive to en-
sure that geometry classes touch the mind and feelings of students, in this
case, hard work can be extremely pleasant for them. And the good thing is
that there is such an opportunity-to eliminate compulsion, boredom and
aversion to geometry. This feature is located in the geometry itself, and
the technique is designed to use it to its full extent [1].

To arouse interest in the material being studied, you can use applica-
tions that were not used by everyone in the past. The student's mind and
feeling are affected if he learns by feeling, based on his own experience.
This is achieved by constructing the studied images, drawing their con-
tour. Measuring and calculating, the student has to act consciously, each
step he justifies with the help of previously acquired knowledge. If he sees
that he does not succeed, he goes back, starts looking for the place where
the mistake was made, and, finding an error, corrects the work. In such
work, logical thinking in the process of self-creation of image elements
gets the strongest development.

Students are also engaged with considerable enthusiasm when they
are offered specific practical tasks taken from everyday life, perhaps from
production. Having once experienced the tool that allowed them to solve
some important practical question, they no longer forget it, but take care of
strengthening it, improving it. So the applications of geometry should be the
beginning that will give every student the opportunity to become interested
in work, to learn to the best of their abilities and the science itself.

Active participation in the study of the basics of existing sciences, ra-
ther than passive perception and reading of the material, can become the
law for effective learning. It is not so much the accessibility and visibility of
the material being studied, but also the desire of the student for the lesson
that determines the success of the whole business. It is clear that the classes
that interest the student do not provide much for his mental improvement,
so teaching should arouse the student's real interest in the lessons [2].

Why do we so persistently want to achieve activation, hunting, striving
for classes on the part of each student? Because it is obvious that the
teacher should not care, seeing how many of his students are not interested
in classes and even cause disgust, or an empty presence. Because logical
objective thinking and methods of proof and reasoning are still alien to
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many schoolchildren, and geometry is still inaccessible and alien to them.
Because, finally, the efforts of the teacher himself do not give results.
Even everything thoroughly learned, memorized immediately after the
exam is forgotten.

In order to make geometry a powerful means of developing the mind,
to regain all its inherent attractiveness, it is necessary to adapt the science
presented to the students. It is possible and necessary to do this. If stu-
dents tend to learn something by contemplation, then the textbook and the
teacher must meet these requirements and discover the truths through con-
templation.

Thinking in terms of concepts should gradually prepare and begin in
time, when all the students have already managed to get carried away with
the lessons and they naturally have a need for proof. It is impossible to
banish boredom and aversion to geometry without active forms of work.

The most common method is mathematical modeling.

This type of work helps most students to learn geometry well. In the
classroom, some may have had to watch students reach for tools and ma-
terials. And they have to restrain this desire. Or the intended image did not
work out the first time. And then, in a fit of this desire, the student took a
book, studied the construction and built a model of the figure. The experi-
ence of making a studied image is a wonderful incentive for further fruit-
ful studies. Models can be made of cardboard and wire frame. Models
made of glass are also very visual, but not practical, due to the insecurity
for children [3].

Drawing is also one of the auxiliary methods of studying geometry.
How can you solve a problem or prove it without a drawing in a note-
book? And if the flat shape is not so difficult to draw. That is, not every-
one can reproduce the drawing on stereometry from the first time. It is
necessary to practice and know the basics of drawing, which will certainly
help to make a drawing in the right angle. And the correct drawing is a
half-solved problem. Because it clearly shows the angles and sides of their
mutual location, which allows you to accurately conduct a chain of rea-
soning, along the lines of the drawing and find the answer [4].

Laboratory work is an active form of cognition. Laboratory work can
become an integral part of the process of school knowledge of geometry.
And if a person goes to a technical university, then he really needs the
ability to independently determine what values the desired answer de-
pends on. Where and what measurements need to be made, so that later
calculations can be used to find out the desired value. And this develops
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the student's ability to formulate a task from a practical problem within the
set framework and immediately solve it.

By the time of the work, the student must know the necessary theoreti-
cal material. In addition, all measuring and drawing tools are prepared in
advance for this lesson [5].

All of the above methods and forms of activating the processes of
studying geometry are used by teachers and have been practiced to a
greater or lesser extent for several centuries. There is another modern
form of learning that encourages interest in geometry — an interactive
whiteboard [6].

Its difference is that it is difficult to access. Buying such a board re-
quires a significant financial investment and not all schools can afford it.
Let’s take a closer look at this modern tool and do some research. To do
this, we will conduct lessons in class 10 A with the use of this board and
in 10 B without its use. We chose the 10" grade because it is at this time
that they actively study geometry in space, three-dimensional shapes. In
both classes, they studied the topic: “The cross section of a cube by a
plane”. The results of the experiment are shown in the table (Table 1).

This result of students’ activation during lessons and a better under-
standing of the materials is also justified by the fact that new things are
always interesting. Moreover, the current 10" graders are children who
grew up on cartoons. Students who are used to the TV screen and tablet
screen from an early age. For them, looking at the screen is a familiar state
for the brain. Especially if you can touch the screen with your hands and
get useful information for school subjects. And tactile sensations, together
with brain activity, contribute to better memorization of the material of
modern schoolchildren.
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After analyzing the methods and forms of teaching geometry, we
come to the conclusion that the passion for problems with practical con-
tent should not take more than 25% of the time than the study of training,
training questions and tasks. Everything is useful in moderation. Thus, it
is useful to start studying geometry with active work: with observation,
making the studied images, drawing them on paper, measuring and calcu-
lating. And after such techniques interest in the subject awakens the desire
to study it.

It is a difficult task to engage modern schoolchildren in their studies.
It cannot be solved on the old basis. New solutions, technologies, and
forms of education are coming to the rescue, which contribute to a better
involvement of students in the learning process.
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Today it is necessary to develop the publication activity not only for
lecturers, but also for students. Therefore, the issue of training specialists
who speak a foreign language as a means of communication and academic
writing skills is of particular importance.

One of the goals of teaching foreign languages to the undergraduate
students is the formation of the discursive component of foreign language
communicative competence, part of which is the written scientific dis-
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course. Therefore, it makes us appeal to such a phenomenon as dis-
course [1].

There are many definitions of the term “discourse” in the scientific
literature: “a coherent text that combines extralinguistic, social, cultural,
psychological, pragmatic and other aspects, in other words, words im-
mersed in life” [2]; “spoken words in reality” or “speaking words as lin-
guistic entities for the implementation of speech” [3]. Some authors argue
that discourse as a “live” language and a “grammar above the sentence”
can inform the process of communicative language teaching in a far better
way and enrich its content with real world functional features that are typi-
cal of natural language use [4]. Moreover, the use of discourse as a sample
of realization of certain communicative intentions in a specific communi-
cative situation and addressed to a particular recipient can help learners
get ready to participate in real life communication.

Sharing the above-mentioned viewpoints, we suggest embedding the
concept of scientific discourse in the process of foreign language teaching
of the undergraduate students and young researchers.

It’s seems reasonable to start with definition of scientific discourse. In
this paper it is understood as a specific way of verbal behaviour shared by
the members of international scientific community reflecting their conven-
tions, norms, stereotypes, values and ideology and requiring special set-
ting for its realization and also as a special type of activity — discoursive
activity — implying a dynamic process of unfolding an idea into text pre-
determined by a set of epistemistic and communicative factors [5]. One
more significant component in the scientific discourse definition is as a
product in the form of a coherent organized scientific text of a definite
genre reflecting cognitive structuring of scientific knowledge [6]. Never-
theless, the scientific discourse retains all the known properties of written
discourse: lexico-grammatical cohesion (cohesion), semantic coherence
(integrity), structure and socio-cultural targeting, realized in the text by
means of register, genre and rhetorical organization.

Scientific discourse is realized through its genres (research papers,
monographs, dissertations, theses, scientific reports, conferences
proceedings, posters, scientific and technical reports, review articles, ab-
stracts, summaries, etc.). Many researches give different definitins of the
term “genre”. Swales defines genre as “a class of communicative events,
the members of which share some set of communicative purposes” [7].
For Martin, genre is “a staged, goal-oriented, purposeful activity in which
speakers are engaged as members of our culture” [8]. According to Biber,
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the term “discourse genre” categorizes texts on the basis of external crite-
ria, it describes types of activities “which regularly occur in society” [9].

However, all researches clearly classified written genres of research
scientific discourse into primary and secondary genres. Primary genres of
research discourse are monographs, dissertations and journal articles.
Therefore, abstracts, resumes, annotations, synopses, reviews are referred
to secondary genres (derived from primary ones).

To develop a framework of techniques and activities for teaching
genres of scientific discourse, it is reasonable to use a genre-oriented ap-
proach. This approach is based on an examination of the constituent parts
of the text which represent the writer’s communicative purpose. It serves
for making learners aware of how genres differ one from another and within
each other, and how they can go about discovering these differences. Or, to
put it another way, the genre-oriented approach should show learners the
parameters which shape genre and the sorts of ways in which these pa-
rameters affect discourse structure and linguistic encoding [10].

To conclude, this paper has specified the definition of scientific dis-
course and its genres from the perspective of teaching purposes. Basic
classification of the scientific discourse genres and a genre-oriented ap-
proach to developing writing skills has been proposed and analyzed.
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The problem of women’s education and equality has always been
very important. This problem is also important in our time.

To understand what a difficult path to medical education was passed
by Evgenia Serebrennikova, it is necessary to imagine the political situa-
tion in Russia at the end of the 19" century.

The opportunity to receive medical education from women in Russia appeared
at the end of the 19" century. Many famous doctors supported them in this.

On this wave, in 1872, in St. Petersburg, the “Special Women’s Courses
for Scientists Midwives” were opened at the Medical-Surgical Academy
(now the Military Medical Academy named after S. M. Kirov). It was the first
educational institution where women could receive higher medical education.
There were many restrictions and rules, for example, the applicant had to be
at least 20 years old, her husband had to give his consent to study for a mar-
ried applicant, but if the girl was not yet married, then her father had to allow
her to study at the courses. In addition, the courses were paid.

In 1877, “Special women’s courses for learned midwives” were re-
named “Women’s medical courses”, and in 1880, those who graduated
from the courses were given a special badge “woman doctor”. In fact, this
sign was for the graduates the only confirmation of their title of doctor,
since women doctors were not given diplomas [1].

The situation changed dramatically in 1881. Alexander Il was killed
by the Narodnaya Volya, his son, Alexander IlI, ascended to the throne,
and period of reaction and counter-reforms began.

Counter-reforms cover all spheres of society, including education. The
circular “about the cook’s children” closed the way to the gymnasium for
children from commoner families. The Holy Synod took control of the ele-
mentary school. The control over the secondary school was significantly
increased. In 1884, the University Charter completely abolished university
autonomy. In addition, the cost of education has increased significantly [2].

Changes in the internal policy of the state also affected the Women’s Med-
ical Courses, which were under the jurisdiction of the War Ministry, which was
distinguished by extreme conservatism. The ministry considered that women in
the military department were undesirable, and in 1892 the courses were closed.

Only five years later, in 1897, the Women’s Medical Institute was
opened in St. Petersburg (today it is the 1st Leningrad Medical Institute
named after I. P.Pavlov). The initiative for its creation belonged to
S. P. Botkin, the educational institution did not have state support, it was
created and existed on private donations. Botkin contributed a very signifi-
cant amount to the creation of the institute [1].
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This was the situation in Russian society at the end of the 19th centu-
ry. As can be seen from the above, the path of a woman to medicine, and
to science in general, was not easy.

Evgenia Pavlovna Serebrennikova, one of the first female doctors in
Russia, was born on December 10, 1854 in the city of Yekaterinburg. Ye-
katerinburg was at that time a district town of the Perm province. Her fa-
ther was a mining engineer Soloninin, the children in the family were giv-
en a good education, a talented girl at the age of seven read fluently in
Russian and French, and at the age of twelve she entered the Yekaterin-
burg female gymnasium, and immediately into the third grade [2].

In 1873, at the age of nineteen, Evgenia went to St. Petersburg to en-
roll in the Special Women’s Courses for Scientist Midwives, which were
opened in 1872. As mentioned above, only those girls who were 20 years
old were accepted for training. The girl had to have permission from her
husband or father. Evgenia Soloninina had permission from her father, but
she was only 19 years old. Nevertheless, she managed to convince the
inspectors of her desire to study, and she was enrolled in the courses and
she began her studies, and became one of the best students.

During his studies, Evgenia meets her future husband, medical stu-
dent Pavel Serebrennikov. Evgenia and Pavel were married in 1876,
Evgenia continued her studies in her fourth year, and Pavel worked at the
Department of Anatomy [2].

In 1877, the Russo-Turkish War began. Most of the students, without
completing the courses, went to the front. Yevgenia, a fifth-year student,
also went to war, along with her husband, Pavel Nikolaevich Serebrenni-
kov, who had just graduated from the university [3].

For heroic work at the front, E. P. Serebrennikova was awarded the
Sign of the Red Cross and a medal.

In 1878 she returned to St. Petersburg and in 1879 graduated from the
courses. Then, together with her husband, she returned to the Urals and
worked as a doctor in Irbit for several years. In 1883, Evgenia Pavlovna
decided to specialize in eye diseases, the Perm province occupied one of
the first places in Russia in terms of eye diseases.

In 1885 the Serebrennikovs arrived in Perm. Here Evgenia Pavlovna
took part in the opening of the eye department in the provincial hospital.
She headed it until her death in 1904. During this time, E. P. Serebrenniko-
va received more than 30,000 patients and performed 6,305 eye surgeries.
She was known not only in the Perm province. She was approached for
medical help from Vyatka, Tula, Tobolsk, Orenburg and other provinces.
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In 1891, Evgenia Pavlovna went to Europe and improved her qualifi-
cations in the best clinics in Berlin, Paris and Wiesbaden, after which she
returned to work in Perm.

Eugenia Pavlovna’s articles were published in well-known journals such as
“Doctor” and “Bulletin of Ophthalmology”, and also in many foreign journals.

Doctor Serebreninkova took part in the congresses of doctors. She
was also active in social life, such as opposing corporal punishment.

She was a free teacher at the paramedic school, she was engaged in
the affairs of the local department of guardianship for the blind.

With her active participation in 1886, a school for blind children was
opened in Perm. She organized performances, numerous evenings, public
lectures. She was a lecturer at public readings.

E. P. Serebrennikova died on April 19, 1897 from a brain tumor. To
preserve the memory of the brightest woman doctor, the provincial zem-
stvo council and the Ural Society of Natural Science Lovers established a
scholarship named after her at the Women’s Medical Institute.

On February 15, 2011, a memorial plaque dedicated to the memory of
Yevgenia Pavlovna Serebrennikova was opened at the Perm school number
22. In the 19th century, this building housed the first school in the Urals for
blind children. The Serebrennikova Museum was created at this school [3].

Conclusion. Bright destiny and entire life of Evgenia Pavlovna Sere-
brennikova and her enormous contribution to the medicine of the Urals, to
the social life and development of the Ural region are an example of what
success a woman can achieve while respecting equal rights. The women
of Russia followed a difficult path towards equal rights and opportunities
for realization in science and social life.
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Every year the number of children with disabilities is increasing, ac-
cording to the Ministry of Education at the beginning of 2021 the number
of students with disabilities is more than 1,15 million people [2]. Arti-
cle 79 “Organization of Education for Students with Disabilities” of the
Federal Law “On Education in the Russian Federation” of December 29,
2012 No. 273-FZ (ed. March 24, 2021) states that “the general education
of students with disabilities is carried out in organizations which carry out
educational activities according to adapted basic general education pro-
grams. Education of students with disabilities can be organized both to-
gether with other students, and in separate classes, groups or in separate
organizations carrying out educational activity” [3].

As a consequence, there is a problem: how to organize the process of
teaching children with disabilities, in particular, computer science and
ICT, in the conditions of a mass general school?

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“Inclusive education is ensuring equal access to education for all stu-
dents, taking into account the diversity of special educational needs and
individual capacities” [5].

Inclusive education in a general education school can be implemented
according to several models:

1. Education in a special remedial class.

2. Individual training.

3. Teaching in an ordinary class, but on an individual trajectory.

4. Training in a regular class according to the basic program.

The choice of the model of education is carried out jointly by parents
(legal representatives), teachers at school, a psychologist on the basis of
the conclusion of the Psychological, Medical and Pedagogical Commis-
sion (PMPC).

For students with disabilities special adapted educational programs of
primary general and basic general education for students with disabilities,
teaching methods are used. The adapted program for the subject Informatics
and ICT is developed taking into account the peculiarities of the child’s
development, the main purpose is the correction of developmental disor-
ders and the correction of violations of social adaptation. The school inde-
pendently develops the adapted program. The basis for the development
of the adapted program is the FSES.

The use of computer technology in computer science classes provides
many opportunities for the development of any student’s creative potential.
Through the use of information technology, visual perception and auditory
attention of children with disabilities are increased, which leads to positive
results of learning and development of this category of children.

Teachers of computer science and ICT need to take into account gen-
eral patterns and peculiarities of development of children with various
disabilities. In doing so, he/she can be guided by one of the advantages of
computer learning tools, namely that the computer can be adapted to the
needs and requirements of people with disabilities.

There are several very important requirements for a computer science
lesson:

1) the teacher should not only know the subject, but also know vari-
ous forms and methods of the lesson, and most importantly: be ready to
present information in an accessible way for children;

2) “the lesson should be not only educational and developing, but also
corrective and developmental. It should also be noted that at each lesson an
individual-differentiated approach to students should be carried out” [1];
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3) the lesson should be equipped with: technical means of training,
didactic material, and all the material should correlate with the level of
development of the child, linking to the logic of the lesson;

4) the task for independent work should be given after similar exam-
ples have been fully analyzed at the lesson. The study of a new lesson
should always begin with repetition of the information received during the
previous lessons;

5) children with disabilities in a number of cases have a narrow con-
ceptual apparatus, as well as less developed logic, therefore maximum
reliance on practical activities, experience of the student, as well as on
more developed abilities of the child is necessary [4].

At computer science and ICT lessons, situations difficult for a child
but possible in real life should be created and reproduced; practical work
presented in game form and based on real life tasks (work with text, tables
and use of electronic resources with shared access) will serve as a basis
for their further socialization [6].

Students should talk to the teacher about what they did in the lesson,
what they learned, and perhaps also discuss what to expect in the next les-
son so that they understand the connection between the topics of the les-
son. At the last stage it is necessary to give students their homework, give
each one a mark for the lesson, and give them an opportunity to tidy up
their workspace.

Thus, we can conclude that in the conditions of inclusive education
the possibilities of modern information technologies are realized, the
range of learning activities expands, which allows improving existing and
creating new organizational forms and methods of teaching children.

The lesson with the use of modern information technology for chil-
dren with disabilities contributes to the solution of one of the main goals
of remedial education — the development of the student's individuality, his
abilities to navigate and adapt in modern society.
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The Russian Federation is a country in which about 190 nationalities
and ethnic groups live. Each region has its own national cultural identity,
traditions, as well as a unique cultural code.

Various organizations are engaged in the development of regional cul-
ture in Russia today, including the All-Russian public organization uniting
professional composers and musicologists — the Union of Composers of
Russia, which has 51 representations in the Russian Federation. Many
composers who are members of this public organization have a rich crea-
tive heritage, but their work is not widespread in Russia, as well as in the
region where the composer conducts his activities, despite the fact that
some representatives are very well known abroad ... In the creative bag-
gage of such composers there is a place for children’s music or music for
children, which opens up prospects for acquaintance with their works for
children and youth. The study of the works of such composing schools,
and, in particular, of the Ural composer’s school, allows us to conclude
that they can be successfully used in musical education and development
of children with disabilities (inclusive education). However, the low popu-
larity of the works for children of regional composers, and, as a result, the
rare performance of them by musicians, does not allow teachers, music
teachers to use their works in the process of music education. In this re-
gard, researchers, musicians — performers, musicologists need to actively
promote and study such a part of the regional musical culture of Russia,
which makes it possible for teachers — practitioners to use such music for
musical education of children, including children with various disorders,
such as physical as well as mental.

This article will consider the category of children with such a nosolo-
gy as intellectual disabilities. A wide range of techniques and methods of
teaching children with developmental disabilities is formed by the world
scientific pedagogical community every year and forms a huge methodo-
logical and practical funds that help to solve, to one degree or another,
educational problems arising in the process of teaching and development
of children with developmental disabilities [7, p. 129-135; 6, p. 269-282].

Outstanding scientists — psychologists, and, in particular,
L. S. Vygotsky, who pointed out the positive influence of art on the de-
velopment of a child with disabilities, also noted the special role of musi-
cal and artistic activity — pointed out the beneficial effect of art in the
development of a child with developmental problems not only in the
development of mental functions, but also in the activation of creative
manifestations in “special” children in different types of art [1].
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The effectiveness of the musical and rhythmic development of chil-
dren with the use of musical works was proved by the authors in the main-
stream of Waldorf pedagogy. At the beginning of the 20" century, a sys-
tem of musical and rhythmic education, founded by Emile Jacques-
Dalcroze, a Swiss teacher and musician, who argued that music regulates
movement and gives performances by the relationship between time,
space and movement, spreads in European countries. Rhythm, music and
movement solve the problem of upbringing rhythm with the help of rhythm,
E. Jacques-Dalcroze used special exercises where children developed hear-
ing, memory, rhythm, attention, plastic expressiveness of movements.

Indeed, as has been proven in some studies [3, p. 57-60], rhythmic
exercises are not aimed at stimulating any one function, but are focused on
the general development of the child. An experiment conducted in the Ye-
katerinburg orphanage — boarding school for mentally retarded children in
the city of Yekaterinburg indicates that musical genres such as song, dance
and march will be effective in teaching children with disabilities [7, p. 129-
135].

Before conducting musical classes, the problem of choosing musical
works came to light. The most rational decision was the choice of music
written not only by classical composers, but also by composers of the
Urals. For the work were selected works by A. B. Byzov, E. S. Shche-
kalev, M. A. Bask.

In the published scientific sources such concepts as “cultural code” and
“national-regional component” are revealed. It was these concepts that led
to the use of exercises and tasks in practical work, which contribute to the
formation of a certain creative effect, and the use of the music of the Urals
composers strengthened this effect and contributed to the activation.

Tasks and exercises were presented in the educational component
“Models for the implementation of interaction between a children’s music
school and an orphanage — a boarding school for children with intellectual
disabilities” [5] and were divided into 2 blocks, two of which used the
music of the named Ural composers.

In musical and rhythmic lessons and in choral singing lessons, multi-
media information technologies were actively used: a multimedia interac-
tive whiteboard “Smart”, in conjunction with the software “Smart Note-
book”.

1. Conducting classes on musical and rhythmic education

Task number 1. “Long and short sounds”

This task is designed to develop in the child the idea of long and short
sounds combined with a graphic image.
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Task number 2. “Music in motion”

This task is designed to develop rhythmic movements; the orientation
of the body in space, characteristic of a certain musical genre; develop-
ment of motor skills; the formation of theoretical knowledge about musi-
cal genres.

Task number 3. “Playing musical noise instruments”

This task involves the development of musical memory; the simplest
skills of playing musical noise instruments; correlation of the sound of
musical noise instruments to genre, auditory control over the performance
of the accompaniment during the sound of the main musical material.

All three tasks used the following pieces of music:

1. Dance — A. B. Byzov “Dance” from the collection “Five Children’s
Pieces for Piano”.

2. Song — A. B. Byzov “Prelude” from the collection “Five Pieces for
Children for Piano™.

3. March — E. S. Schekalev “Victory March”.

2. Conducting choir lessons

Choir lessons should be carried out using mnemonic diagrams, by
projecting them on multimedia equipment (multimedia interactive white-
board “Smart™) or by showing cards with schematic pictures in which the
meaning of the song is laid. Mnemonic diagrams are the most effective
way of conveying lyrics for children with intellectual disabilities. When
learning a song, the teacher explains the meaning of each picture, it is
possible to connect the accompaniment. Also, in this block of the educa-
tional component, students of the children’s music school can be connected
as an aid in learning and songs. This type of work very well develops the
intonation skills of children with intellectual disabilities and allows them
to pull themselves up in rhythm performance as well. Choir lessons can be
conducted with the assistance of an accompanist or with the help of mul-
timedia equipment.

Choral singing develops in children a sense of an ensemble, a collec-
tive; develops rhythmic perception; speech, choral and intonation skills;
develop memory, as well as emotionally-figurative perception.

To conduct classes using the works of the Ural composers, infor-
mation technologies were also used, which, as indicated in a number of
articles by the authors [5; 7], are also effective for working with children
with disabilities ... The Smart interactive whiteboard was also used as a
projection equipment for viewing video sequences of Soviet cartoons using
the music of the composers of the Ural region described above.
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The technical component was that the music of the above composers
would replace the soundtrack of the cartoon and sound like a musical ac-
companiment to the broadcast video. This type of work was carried out
for children with intellectual disabilities in order to:

— development of their musical memory;

— creating an associative array when listening to musical works;

— development of the emotional and sensory sphere through the
broadcast of the circumstances or certain situations of the animated film,
through the accompaniment of musical compositions corresponding to the
mood and nature of the animated picture being reproduced;

— the formation of their musical baggage.

Playing music in this format helped children with developmental disa-
bilities in completing assignments for musical and rhythmic education and
choir. When playing a video sequence with music (using multimedia
technologies), some children sang along with the words of songs that were
learned in the choir class.

The music of these composers is the most striking examples of chil-
dren’s music, the expressiveness of the language, optimism cannot but
affect the emotional and sensory sphere of each listener, both a healthy
child and a child with developmental disabilities.

The music of the Ural composers became a very good didactic mate-
rial in the process of teaching children with disabilities, and the musical
tasks were created in such a way that every aspect of the musical and
rhythmic development of a child with special needs was affected and, to a
greater or lesser extent, developed.

In conclusion, we note that children with disabilities need to be intro-
duced to the full completeness of the musical culture of Russia, including
the culture of a certain region, in this case the Ural region, since the or-
phanage is located in the Ural region. The use of music by Ural composers
proves the presence of art therapeutic properties (strengthening memory,
developing attention and thinking, helps to get rid of negative emotions
and thoughts, helps to reveal the inner strength of a person) and the
uniqueness of the use of the above musical works in the educational pro-
cess of children with disabilities (with intellectual violations).
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It is well known that objects, phenomena and events of the surrounding
reality are reflected in the semantic structure of a word. The structure of
the word also reflects the emotions of the native speaker. Through the
word, the speaker conveys his attitude to reality. Lexical units with ab-
stract semantics in a language system are abstract names. Abstraction in
philosophy — analysis and synthesis. Cognition about reality forms the
concept of phenomena and objects of reality as a process of abstraction of
knowledge. In natural language, nouns express abstract concepts of quali-
ties, actions, and states. For example, in Tajik:

Sapedii, baez — whiteness; zeboii, xusnu yamol — beauty:

Wa chun pursi, ki siexit va sapedii va surkhii chiyand? (FZT, 2.193);
Chunon savo, ki — az y shomu subxi aish kushud,

Chunon baez, k-az y subxu shomi id damid;

Dar wai maodini nuura bisyer ast, az in gigat

yro ba baez nisbat kardaand (FZT, 1.130);

Xusnat ba ittifoxi maloxat yaxon girift,

Ore, ba ittifox yaxon metavon girift.

Hey nargisi suit turo dar kar nafas nose digar,

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V-hey turrai zulfi turo bo usni tu rose digar (FZT. 2. 760).

Or in German:

Der Zinnober auf ihren Lippen lief3 ihre Zdihne weifSer schimmern,
und das Antimon in ihren Wimpern machte ihre Augen grdfier. — Brightly
painted lips accentuated the whiteness of the teeth, and furry eyelids
lengthened the eyes.

In diesen harten, mit makellosen Laken bezogenen hollindischen Bet-
ten stirbt man iibrigens bereits in einem Leichentuch, gleichsam in Rein-
heit einbalsamiert. — By the way, these Dutch beds are hard as stone, and
the sheets of impeccable whiteness, fragrant with purity, are like a mortal
shroud.

Sie zeigte ldchelnd ihre breiten, ebenmdfSigen Zihne, die noch weifSer
waren als ihr schones Gesicht, und auch ihre Augen, diese nahe beisam-
menliegenden, ritselhaften braunen Augen mit den bldulichen Schatten,
ldchel. — She smiled, revealing wide, even teeth that competed with the
whiteness of her beautiful face; and even her eyes, close-set, mysterious
brown eyes with bluish shadows in the corners, smiled today.

Er war friih auf, wie sonst wohl bei pochendem Arbeitsdrange, und
vor den meisten am Strand, wenn die Sonne noch milde war und das Meer
weif3 blendend in Morgentrdumen lag. — He got up early, which before he
did only with a burning need for work, and earlier than others he came to
the beach when the sun was still gentle and the sea, shining with white,
rested in the morning bliss.

Man zog sie an ihren Schleiern hinab, und ihre plotzlich entbloften
weiflen Leiber glinzten in den Armen der Neger, die ihnen den Dolch ins
Gekrose stiefsen. — They were pulled by the covers, and the whiteness of
their naked body sparkled under the hands of the Negroes, who drove
daggers into them.

Abstract nouns also include abstract nouns that denote actions, states,
qualities outside of connection from the carrier or producer. G. Paul, mak-
ing a study of modern languages, distinguishes abstract nouns from con-
crete: “... abstract names do not have a denotation that exists as a separate
object of objective reality”.
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Linguists have different opinions on the origin of personal pronouns.
Some scientists believe that personal pronouns originated from demon-
stratives [4], others that personal formants in a verb were to be preceded
possessive [9]. V. M. Zhirmunsky writes that the name is older than the
verb [3]. De la Grasseri, and later I. I. Meshchaninov, analyzing languages
of various systems, came to the important conclusion that the pronominal
affixation of the verb originally had a possessivemeaning and only later
began to designate the subject of action [5]. That is, the verb is based on a
nominal predicative the form to which the personal pronoun is added, re-
sulting in the verb ending of the person. Personal pronouns of 3™ persons,
being a kind of demonstrative pronouns, came from the same primary
source in common with them. Origin of the first two persons have not
been finally clarified, but they are closely related to possessive pronouns.
Special provision the person and the formation of the first two persons
from him can be traced in a number of languages. Difficulty of identifying
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a specific subject in the face is explained by its diversity in this face, since
the 3™ person conveys every name.

The fact that personal and possessive pronouns could come out of a
common basis for them and that the third person in the conceptual relation
was the source of the education of the first two persons, is confirmed by
the theoretical reflections of G. Guillaume, who speaks of the logical third
person as the primary source of the grammatical concept of a person in
general [2].

Reflecting on the nature of pronouns, A. N. Savchenko conducted a
joint study of nominal and pronoun lexical occurrences (i.e. classes of to-
kens that occupy places in the predicate and octants of the sentence), and
made an important conclusion: pronouns and names in the proto-Indo-
European language (at a certain stage of its development) in their declen-
sion form two different systems, based on completely different principles.
This means that the pronominal declension is formed by two different
stems, having the meaning of direct and indirect cases (a system charac-
teristic of the nominative-accusative system). At the heart of nominal de-
clension lies not in opposition to cases, but to active and inactive forms (a
system characteristic of an active system — a more ancient stage in the de-
velopment of Indo-European languages). In this case, the sign is “active”
in relation to Proto-Indo-European language is poorly defined and varia-
ble [6]. A similar semantic view of nature the origin of pronouns and
names is generally traditional, this corresponds to the theory of “animate-
inanimate childbirth” [8].

The attribute “inactive, inanimate” (thing, body) is opposed to the at-
tribute “active, animate” (everything that has life cycle and active inde-
pendent beginning). Nature, the surrounding world (water, earth, plants),
like man himself, possessed an “animate” trait. This confirms the idea of
G. Guillaume, developed in the study of O. A. Turbine, of the existence in
the mind of an ancient person of a single IT-BEING, expressed in an
amorphous NAME and including the concept of the universe (objective
logical person) [7]. Thus, in the 3 person, signs of potentially personal
and impersonal, since the 3rd person conveys any name. This explains the
difficulty of identifying a specific subject in the 3" person, since in lan-
guages of the nominative type (German, Russian) at the present stage of
development, the category of a person grammatized. The pronoun es in
German, as a result of linguistic categorization, represents an objective
logical face.

The study of the form of the third person from the position of func-
tional grammar also emphasizes the opposition of the “world of faces”
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and “The world of things”: the 1st and 2nd person denotes the relationship
between the speaker and the listener (actually the animate persons), while
through the third person it is possible to designate both the actual person
and inanimate substances [1]. It is no coincidence that Indo-European lan-
guages, the first two persons do not differ in gender, the third person has
three genders: German. ich, du, er, sie, es; Russian me, you, he, she, it. In
German, unlike Russian, there is a special grammatical formant to denote
an impersonal form faces — impersonal pronoun es. The impersonal pro-
noun es does not have an exact match in the grammatical structure of Rus-
sian language, takes a special place in the richness of syntactic functions.

So, we see that in the 3" person, at a deep conceptual level, signs of
potentially personal and impersonal are combined forms. This conclusion
applies to both Russian and German. What is important is that on a deep,
conceptual (conceptual) level, a sentence in any language (in Russian and
in German as well) cannot be “impersonal” = “without face”. The concep-
tual concept of “person” is genetically embedded in any sentence of the
language. At the heart of the term “impersonality” lies the conceptual cat-
egory of impersonality associated with the conceptual categories of uncer-
tainty and inanimate.

Therefore, these two semantic aspects of the third person (“proper
person” and “non-person”) in relation to the “speaker” and “addressee” on
at the conceptual level, they reveal a close commonality, which is con-
firmed by the identity of grammatical indicators verb forms of the 3™ per-
son in Russian and German. This is confirmed by the presence, along with
personal offers, so called impersonal sentences. Formal expression of the
concepts of personality / impersonality in languages of different systems
(Russian is a language predominantly of a synthetic system; German is a
language predominantly of an analytical system) differently.
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Demographic, cultural, socio-economic changes that inevitably occur
in a developing society entail changes in the individual psychological per-
ception of the surrounding reality. In addition, it is important to study
changes in the concept of gender-role and intergenerational interactions,
since these ideas form the image of the family.

The family is one of the most important structures of society, neces-
sary for its functioning, because the family is the first level of interaction
between different generations. The ongoing changes in the development
of society also entail the renewal of views on the existing model of the
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family. The old model of the family loses its relevance and is not able to
effectively exist in the new society, while the new model of the family
inevitably leads to crises in the interaction of different generations.

The image of the family in psychological science occupies one of the
central places, describing and explaining the inner psychic reality. A broad
theoretical and practical study of the image of the family begins in the mid-
twentieth century. Such scientists as L.S. Vygotsky, A.N. Leontiev,
S. L. Rubinstein, P. Ya. Galperin, V. P. Zinchenko, B. G. Ananyeyv, etc. to
some extent, they consider this problem in their works [1].

B. M. Velichkovsky defined an image as “a subjective picture of the
world or its fragments, including the subject himself, other people, the
spatial environment and the temporal sequence of events” [2].

A large encyclopedic dictionary defines an image as “a sensory form
of a mental phenomenon that has an ideal spatial organization and temporal
dynamics. Being always sensuous in its form, in its content the image can
be both sensuous (perceptions, representations) and rational (the image of
the atom, war). The image is the most important component of the sub-
ject's action, orienting it in a specific situation, directing it to achieve its
goal and unfolding the action in space and time” [3].

In the works of Russian psychologists, the category of image is con-
sidered in the context of the theory of reflection. Thus, in his works,
S. L. Rubinstein notes that an image cannot exist independently of the
object of which it is a representation. In his opinion, an image is “not any
sensory representation, but only one in which phenomena, their properties
and relations appear to the subject as objects or objects of knowledge” [4].

A. N. Leontiev in his works put forward a hypothesis about the image
as a multidimensional psychological education. The formation of this
formation is a complex process that unfolds over time. In the course of
this process, the reflection becomes more and more adequate to its sub-
ject. The subjectivity of the image is indicated by its reflection of objects
and / or phenomena existing outside, regardless of the person's conscious-
ness, i.e., objective reality. A person’s reflection of the world around him
takes place through the position determined by his specific life activity,
which this person occupies in the existing reality.

According to A. V. Petrovsky, an image is “a subjective picture of the
world or its fragments, including the subject himself, other people, the
spatial environment and the temporal sequence of events” [4]. In other
words, we can say that the image is a subjective reflection of objective
reality, based on the individual psychological characteristics of the subject
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and his specific life experience, necessary for the formation of ideas about
the world and the achievement of goals.

The image cannot be a static figure, it is dynamic and depends on
various factors. The components of the image are constantly being trans-
formed and modified, so the image requires constant correction and support.
An important feature of the image is its activity. It is able to affect the emo-
tions and consciousness of both an individual and various groups [4].

The above leads us to the conclusion that the image of the future and
present family among representatives of different generations has many
differences due to changes occurring in society. T. M. Mishina defines the
image of the family as a phenomenon of family self-consciousness, family
identity — a holistic, integrated education, the function of which is to regu-
late behavior and coordinate the positions of the family. Eidemiller de-
fines family representations as “the internal picture of the family”, which
includes the individual’s ideas about himself, his needs, opportunities,
about other family members with whom the individual is connected by
family relations, and about the nature of these relations [5].

The problem of “fathers and children”, which does not lose its rele-
vance in modern conditions, is often due to the formation of a different
image of the family. The inability of the older generation to “adapt” to
changing conditions often leads to a lack of understanding of the desire of
the younger generation to live and build family relations in a different way
than their parents did.

Meanwhile, the image of the family, which is formed in the younger
generation, changes under the influence of external factors and environ-
mental requirements. Thus, the formed image of the family, based on the
experience of living in a parent family, can be transformed without being
able to “integrate” into the requirements of modern society. The external
environment, aimed at personal development, often pushes personal and
professional relationships into the background.

In addition, forming the image of the family, the younger generation
tends to idealize. Creating a “perfect picture” in their minds, young people
try to “pick up” a partner that corresponds to this picture. The partner’s
mismatch leads to the breakup of the relationship, often without the desire
to maintain and develop this relationship. The abundance of examples of
relationship breakups among media personalities and the relative simplici-
ty of the divorce procedure itself increasingly reduces the factor of public
censure among the younger generation, while the older generation often
seeks to keep the family together.
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Thus, we can say that changes in the socio-economic, demographic
and cultural environment lead to changes in the image of the family. The
image, being a subjective reflection of the objective world, undergoing
changes, can lead to misunderstanding of representatives of different gen-
erations, provoking crises and problems in mutual relations. In addition,
the image as a dynamic structure can change in each specific person, be-
ing a response to changes occurring in society.

Global changes taking place in the system of secondary vocational

education have an impact on the process of teaching the foreign language
in general. According to the order of the Ministry of Education of the
Russian Federation No. 287 “On the approval of the federal state educa-
tional standard in basic general education”, the systemic — active approach
becomes the main feature of secondary vocational education system. Thus
leads to ensuring the systematic and harmonious development of the stu-
dent’s personality, acquisitioning the knowledge and competencies vital for
living in modern society as well for successful learning at the next level of
education.
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Applied to the subject of foreign language, the purpose of realization
the standard federal educational programme is the formation of foreign
language communicative competence on pre-intermediate level in its all
constituent elements: speech, linguistic, socio-cultural, compensatory,
metasubject (educational and cognitive) competencies. The challenge for
teachers is to develop sustainable learning attainments in the discipline of
teaching foreign languages. Priority is given to the obtaining the basic
speech activities among which are the following:

—speaking (the ability to conduct different types of dialogue in
standard communication situations);

— listening (to perceive and understand simple authentic text up to
2 minutes long, that contains individual unfamiliar words and unknown
linguistic phenomena, thus do not interfere with solving the communica-
tive task, but with different depth of penetration to their content with an
understanding of necessary/interesting/requested information;

— semantic reading (silent reading and understanding simple authentic
texts of various types, genres and styles, the ability to implement after
reading tasks of different types);

—written language (to fill out questionnaires and forms that contain
personal information in accordance with rules and norms of learning lan-
guage, to write a personal e-mail) [1].

After analyzing the placement test made on four different types of
language activities it became clear that the greatest difficulties students
face while studying the foreign language are: the developing of speaking
and listening skills. The analysis took place in the beginning of academic
term among first year students.

According to N. V. Yelukhina, difficulties in listening can be caused
by:

1) language form of the message;

2) the meaning of the massage;

3) conditions for the massage presentation;

4) sources of information [3, p. 38].

The results of the questionnaire carried out among first year students
of secondary vocational education, determined — fast speech tempo and
having unfamiliar vocabulary as the main difficulties while studying the
authentic texts in foreign language.
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I. A. Zimnyaya emphasized the following characteristics of listening
as a type of speech activity:

— listening implements both oral and direct communication;

— listening is considered to be a very fast and receptive type of speech
activity in the process of communication;

—the main form of listening progress is — the internal, uneven [4,
p. 15].

However, taking into account the fact that listening skills enable its
developing only in the process of listening to the speech, there is a neces-
sity to understand speech of different tempo, various tonal presentations
and different levels of accuracy, the question of choosing exercise arises.
The exercises must be aimed at developing skills and abilities that are ob-
ligatory for this type of speech activity.

In view of the foregoing, it seems possible to combine the developing
of listening and speaking skills into a single learning technology.

Suggested technology is based on the using communicatively pur-
ported exercises on the methodology by E. I. Passov.

The author notes that communicativeness appears through speech ori-
entation in the process of learning. The necessary learning conditions are
created through the exercises. The more similar an exercise to the real
communication, the better it is. All the exercises should create speaking
challenge for a student to make him influence the interlocutor.

Communication also means the functional use of knowledge, rules-
instructions that reports to a student gradually, in such quantities and in
those places of automation thus to ensure the prevention of mistakes and
obtaining learning material. It is essential to select and organize material
based on communication problems that interest student of each given age
[2, p. 20-22].

The following sequence of exercises is proposed, as an implementa-
tion of the technology:

1. Exercises on reproduction (reproduction of the main idea of the
author)

“Listen to a phone call. What does the customer wants the account
manager do?”

2. Exercises on transformation

“Read this change of address form. Listen again and find five mis-
takes”.

This type of exercise has the link with the first listening activity; stu-
dents have to find mistakes in the handout material given to them, indi-
vidualy.
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3. Exercises on imitation and analogy

Following the first two activities, students have to create their dia-
logue, by the analogy and with the help of handed out material.

“Work in pairs. Student A, you are a customer of UBSC International.
Phone the bank to give you new address and phone number. Use your own
name.”

“Student B, you work at UBSC International. A customer phones to
give a new address and a new phone numbers. Ask for the customer’s
name and account number. Write down the new information and complete
the change of address form.”

Therefore, it becomes possible to avoid difficulties based on under-
standing of the main content of the statement or situation, through the use
of visual support.

The success of listening process depends on a number of factors, such
as: students’ age, their personal abilities, individual characteristics etc. It
is also needs to be taken into account the fact that teaching foreign lan-
guage is possible under condition of using materials taken from the life of
native speakers or made with peculiarities of their culture and due to the
norms and rules of the language studied.

The results of using the technology of combining listening and
speaking exercises can be seen in the following diagram:

The analysis data indicate the effectiveness of applying the technolo-
gy of combining communicative excises, since there is an increase in
grade quality of listening skills (+0.4 points) and speaking skills (+0.3
points), respectively.

It is worth mentioning, that the federal public educational standard
determines the communicative approach as a priority in teaching foreign
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language. The use of communicative exercises in different variations,
serves to the purpose of educational process in general, that creates an
area for further study and analysis.
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In a rapidly changing world, the importance of professional skills and

the need for highly qualified and competitive professionals are growing.
Many researchers have identified trends that, in the current development
of society, have an impact on the improvement of secondary vocational
education [5, p. 463].

The content requirements for secondary vocational is charged with
qualitatively new tasks in order to encourage learners to engage in crea-
tive activities and the ability to organize their work and to analyse the re-
sults of the work they done. Therefore, increasing the motivation of stu-
dents to study is the primary task of the teacher of a secondary vocational
education institution.
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Competition is one way of increasing motivation for students to
study. The basic provisions of pedagogy and psychology form the theoret-
ical basis for the development of a competitive activities’ system and the
vocational competencies of students, their motivation to learn is the work
of such scientists as E.F.Zeer, E.P.llyin, A.S. Makarenko,
N. K. Krupskaya, V. Chaika, V. G. Leontiev, V. A. Sukhumlinsky. The
methodological basis of the study is the following approaches: communica-
tive-cognitive (J. Bruner, U. Rivers, G. Lozanov, K. Gattenyo, K. Rogers);
systemically active (B.G. Ananyev, B.F.Lomov, M. N. Scatkin,
L. S. Vygotsky, A. R. Luria, D. B. Elkonin, etc.); competent (A. A. Zim-
naya, O. E. Lebedev, M. I. Lukyanova, A. K. Markova, G. S. Trofimova,
N. Chomsky, A. V. Khutorskoy, M. A. Choshanov, V. A. Yakunin, etc.).

The research was among the first-year students. The tasks were to iden-
tify difficult situations related to adaptation and socialization into the educa-
tional environment of secondary vocational educational institutions such as
negative experiences, related to the environmental change, dropping out of
school and school communities with mutual help and support, lack of
willingness to make a choice of occupation; doubts and thoughts about it;
abandonment of home, living in a dormitory, lack of parental control; ina-
bility to exercise self-control, to regulate life on their own, to solve prob-
lems; inability to follow the schedule; lack of independent work skills, etc.

In this way, secondary vocational education includes the following
aspects of education: vocational education, in which the learner improves
skills and abilities for a future profession, develops skills for practical and
independent work; communicative skills which help a learner to define
their place in a group, build relationships, successfully solve everyday
problems.

The most effective method of learning at the secondary vocational
level is practice-oriented, which differs from the school-based method.
A school process is based on systematic work at school and homework. In
a college is the opposite situation: students feel that it is easy to study,
they may be careless about studying, which may result in a low quality of
education in the first semester. In this case, practical-oriented education
may help with solving these issues. Under this method, the student re-
ceives a professional and important knowledge and uses it in practical
classes to develop skills.

Nowadays the contingent of secondary vocational educational institu-
tiones consists of children who have already determined themselves profes-
sionally (students who can be considered as belonging to the group of “gift-
ed” children, with high potential for learning), and so-called learners of
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“risk groups”, who don’t want hard studying in college. Therefore, potential
students of “risk group” are oriented to practical activities. They tend to
have practical intelligence, and practical activities are easy for them.

Using this advantage, which has been mentioned since the dawn of
pedagogy as a science by prominent figures such as Jan Amos Komensky,
I. G. Pestalozzi, it is necessary to create for the learners a situation of suc-
cess. Pestalozzi emphasized the importance of work education for the
formation of the personality. K. D. Ushinsky in his article “Work in its
mental and educational meaning” also points to the great role of work in
the formation of personality. The thoughts of K. D. Ushinsky, the founder
of scientific pedagogy, concerned the meaning of work: a person in the
process of creation learns to create material values, but also forms his
soul, his worldview [17]. The great teacher V. A. Sukhomlinsky wrote
that labor is a great educator, it gives joy of friendship, develops an in-
quisitiveness and curiosity, opens up beauty of the surrounding world,
awakens the first civic feeling — a sense of creation of material goods,
without which no human life is possible [16]. “It is necessary to make the
work interesting and reasonable, and at the same time to make it creative
work, not only mechanical”, — wrote N. K. Krupskaya [11]. Nadeghda
Konstantinovna closely linked issues of labor education to polytechnic
education. She rightly pointed out that the polytechnization of the school
should be carried out on the basis of general education, stressed that
V. 1. Lenin did not care about the training of the “labour force” only, but
about the education of conscious builders of the new society [11].

This discussion only highlights the importance of various practical
measures. One of these practical activities is professional competitions,
which provide an opportunity to assess the level of formation of practical
intelligence. However, there is a need to look more closely at the charac-
teristics of the 16-20 age learners. Under favourable conditions of college
education, students develop at all levels of psyche, form a mindset, deter-
mine the direction of personality.

The development of the personality takes a number of directions: the
development of mental processes, experience, the development of a sense of
responsibility. Students’ ambitions in their future profession are growing
[12, p. 117].

In accordance with the requirements of the Federal State Standard of
Secondary Vocational Education in specialty 13.02.03 “Electrical stations,
networks and systems”, the following competences can be distinguished,
which need to be developed in students: teamwork, teamwork, communica-
tion with colleagues, management, consumers (common competence 6);
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taking responsibility for the work of team members (subordinates), the re-
sult of completing tasks (common competence 7); ability to observe busi-
ness etiquette, culture and psychology, norms and rules of conduct (com-
mon competence 12). The students are also trained in information-based
activities, which make it possible to develop the following general compe-
tencies: the ability to plan and organize their activities by choosing standard
methods, as well as ways of performing professional tasks, assessment of
their effectiveness and quality (common competence 2); decision-making
ability in various cases, as well as accountability (common competence 3).

Thus, based on the requirements of the basic vocational training pro-
gramme of secondary vocational education, the proper organization of the
educational process may help to develop the above-mentioned general
competencies.

In order to increase the motivation of trainees, it is advisable to use
competitive activities as a form of practical training.

According to article 447 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation,
the competition is the method of selection of the person offering the best
conditions [1]. This definition is consistent with the understanding of the
term and the Russian Language Dictionary, according to which the com-
petition is “a competition aimed at singling out the best participants, the
best works” [15].

Professional competitions make it possible to systematize and consol-
idate the acquired knowledge and skills. They help to develop creative
activities of learners, to feel successful, to build new trajectories of further
development.

In order to maintain the motivation of the profession, it is important
that the system of internal resources meet the following requirements: ac-
cording to the theory of the near development zone, it is necessary to take
into account the level of training of the trainees; the psychological charac-
teristics of the learners; the specific motives for participation in the com-
petition.

In order to solve the identified problems, a system of competitive
activities was developed in the course of the educational process at the col-
lege, which includes competitions for professional skills of various levels.
Among other things, various olympiads, festivals, scientific and practical
conferences and seminars exist and are actively used, the main objectives of
which are to increase the educational motivation of students, cultural
development, educational level, identification of talented youth. Each com-
petitor who is interested in participating in the competition has certain mo-
tives: he wishes to demonstrate their abilities; they seek to enhance collec-
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tive image, their knowledge of certain disciplines. Participation may also be
motivated by obtaining documents certifying the level of achievement,
which can be a major addition to the portfolio in the placement process.

The educational environment of the college, where competitive ac-
tivities interact with the educational process, contributes to the training of
quality specialists in demand in the labour market. The result of the work
carried out is a successful career of graduates, their adaptation to modern
realities of life.
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For the education of a harmoniously developed and socially active
personality, it is necessary to build an individual educational route of a
child, taking into account his inclinations and needs, by all participants in
the pedagogical process.
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In this article, the authors consider the basic principles of implement-
ing comprehensive support for the development of a preschool child’s
personality in a family and educational organization, as well as methods
and forms of its implementation based on the experience of kindergarten
No. 460 in Yekaterinburg.

Methodological, psychological, pedagogical and advisory support is
the process of interaction between a specialist and mentally healthy people,
aimed at creating conditions for personal development, the formation of
necessary competencies in modern society and support in difficult life situa-
tions. Psychological and pedagogical support is defined by E. K. Iskovoy,
D. V. Lazarenko [1] as a type of assistance to a child and family in solving
actual problems of development, which allows us to see the dynamics of a
child’s development in the process of his upbringing and training. Compre-
hensive support for families and educational organizations is not just a set
of various methods of methodological, consulting and psychological and
pedagogical work, but it also acts as a complex of modern and diverse
technologies

The consultation center “Consent” on the basis of kindergarten
No. 460 of the city of Yekaterinburg has developed and implements a
program of methodological, psychological, pedagogical and advisory sup-
port of the educational process in the family and educational organization
as a complex of modern and diverse technologies that are selected indi-
vidually for each family and educational organization.

Psychological and pedagogical support is based on the information
collected in the first direction of diagnostic and advisory. The information
and educational and consulting direction includes methodological, psy-
chological and pedagogical education of teachers and parents through in-
dividual and group counseling. The consultation center “Consent” on the
basis of kindergarten No. 460 won the competitive selection of the Minis-
try of Education of the Russian Federation for the provision of grants from
the federal budget in the form of subsidies in 2021, within the framework
of the federal project “Modern School” of the national project “Education”,
in order to provide advisory, psychological, pedagogical and methodologi-
cal support to families with children [2]. In accordance with the terms of
the agreement concluded with the Ministry of Education of the Russian
Federation, in 2021, the specialists of the Consultation Center “Consent”
on the basis of kindergarten No. 460 will provide at least 10,000 services
in remote or full-time form, in accordance with the request of parents (le-
gal representatives) and taking into account modern sanitary and anti-
epidemic measures.
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The specialists of the Consulting Center “Consent” included the direc-
tion of experimental activity in the program of psychological and pedagogi-
cal support of the educational process in the conditions of the family and
the educational organization. This work was carried out in accordance
with the individual, age, and psychophysical characteristics of children,
the request of parents (legal representatives), and the conditions of the
educational organization.

Based on this goal, teachers and parents tested a number of effective
interaction scenarios, in particular, such as the implementation of a varia-
ble model of preschool education for children who do not attend kinder-
garten — “Pedagogical Patronage”, which allows to receive comprehensive
support for families with children aged 0+.According to the data obtained
as a result of surveys, 100% of parents are satisfied with the quality of the
advisory, methodological, and psychological and pedagogical support
provided to their families on a gratuitous basis for the recipient, 48% —
apply again, 0% — have complaints.

Thus, the comprehensive methodological, psychological, pedagogical
and consulting support of the educational process in the family and educa-
tional organization by the teachers of the educational organization imple-
ments the continuity of the personal development of the child in the fami-
ly and the educational organization and the possibility of building his in-
dividual educational route.
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One of the remarkable artists-groundbreakers at the turn of the 19" —
20" centuries was Konstantin Korovin. In his later years, he wrote
interesting memoirs and autobiographical stories, being already a “Russian

Parisian”.

Konstantin Korovin became not only one of the first Russian impres-
sionists, but he also changed contemporary ideas of his time about scenog-
raphy (before K. Korovin, the artist had a minor role in the theater).

Before Korovin, landscape was an auxiliary genre. Even at the School
of Painting, Sculpture and Architecture, where Konstantin Alekseevichs-
tarted his artist path, his fellow artists laughed at the landscape painters
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and said that painting a landscape doesn’t require artist’s mastery (tech-
nique) and skill.

Having become a worthy apprentice of his great teachers
A. K. Savrasov and V. D. Polenov, he was able to make the landscape an
artistically valuable statement. The landscape couldn’t be the kea task for
graduating the school.

However, despite all this, Konstantin Korovin, as I. S. Zilbershtein
writes — the author of notes to the book “Konstantin Korovin remem-
bers...”, “in 1901 (...) was invited by a professor to the School of Painting,
Sculpture and Architecture, to a separate class, for teaching painting”.

Korovin was a remarkable tutor. Many of his apprentices (Petrov-
Vodkin, Saryan, Yuon, S. Gerasimov, loganson) spoke very warmly of
him.

The prime of Konstantin Korovin’s art came at the time of his collabo-
ration with the philanthropist Savva lvanovich Mamontov. Korovin
worked actively as a painter and as a theater decorator. At the same time,
at the 1900 World Exhibition in Paris, Korovin received a gold medal for
the painting “Spanish Women”. Besides that, the French government gave
Korovinthe award — the Order of the Legion of Honor for his work on the
arrangement of the Russian department at the World Exhibition in Paris.

In 1922 K. Korovin emigrates to Paris.The artist experiences all the
hardships of the emigre life of that time. In the contemporary art period,
impressionism goes into the background. K. Korovin feels nostalgia. All
this pushed the artist to literature art. He started writing memoirs, small
stories about animals. 1929 is considered to be the beginning of Korovin’s
literature art.

The artist is 68 at this time. Korovin wrote stories until his death in
1939.

He left rather rich literary heritage, which, unfortunately, has not yet
become the subject of special research. The problem of “artist’s prose”
has not yet received its theoretical comprehension, although the literary
work of painters is not a rarity at all.

However, when reviewing the artist’s prose, researchers usually pay
much more attention to the visual component of these literary works
(landscapes, portraits of characters, interior details). Recently, however,
the phenomenon of the artist’s prose attracts more and more attention,
mainly of art critics.

This is connected with the active role of literature in the general cul-
tural multimedia space.
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At the turn of the X1X-XX centuries there was an intensive renova-
tion of the entire artistic life. V. Serov, |. Levitan, M. Nesterov, M. Vru-
bel, the artists of the World of Art and many others showed new trends at
the turn of the century. They left their memoires, which are interesting not
only as evidence of the era, but also as a special phenomenon of the artist’s
prose. In this we find theactual relevance of the topic of our report.

Konstantin Korovin is one of the first Russian impressionists. It is
important to make a note that the impressionism of his style is dictated
primarily by the very nature of his talent.

Even before Impressionism became known in Russia, Konstantin Ko-
rovin intuitively tried to solve the problems of impressionistic painting:
the portrayal of air, light, the transfer of mood.

M. F. Kiselev writes: “Korovin shows the phenomena of life as the
artist’s eye sees it, in all the visual truth of directly reproducible forms,
colors, illumination, the desire so specificfor artists who presented their
works in the 1880s is already enoughfully expressed in the first works of
Korovin”.

However, the impressionistic style of Korovinshows itself not only in
his painting, but also in his literary work.

We consider this to be one of the most important components of his
style in literature. This includes the originality of prose and is one of the
manifestations of the peculiarities of the artist's prose.

Ferdinand Brunetiére, a well-known literature historian and critic of
the late 19" century, was one of the first to speak about the manifestations
of impressionism in literature. He understood “the systematic transfer of
the means of one art, painting, into another art, into literature” by this term
[cit. by 2, p. 37].

A modern researcher writes: “... the main action or the main motive
of the narrative is blurred, merged with the background, with side, inci-
dental things and circumstances. Spontaneity, vagueness of impressions
can be transmitted in two ways: either through an abundance of very spe-
cific details (...), or through abstract words and definitions” [2, p. 38].

Researchers most often find the impressionistic style in the work of
the Symbolists. The specifics of the development of impressionism in art
at various stages are described in the monographs by J. Rewald “The His-
tory of Impressionism” [4] and “Post-Impressionism” [5].

Thus, impressionism shows itself in an attitude towards the synthesis
of different types of art and can appear itself in different artistic systems.
Let’s think about individual impressionistic features that are reflected in
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the works of Korovin the writer. Impressionism shows itself primarily in
landscape sketches.

We consider it important to make a note that the artist’s perception of
the landscape is subjective; Korovin draws attention, first of all, to what
affects his artistic impressionability.

It is clear that Korovin’s landscape is most often not a background for
depicting figures or scenes; it often becomes the emotional dominant of
the work.

Signs of impressionism in the literary works of Konstantin Korovin
can be referred to the peculiarities of the artist’s prose. In addition, im-
pressionism is characteristic for the painting of this artist.
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With the development of the digital economy and the massive intro-
duction of information technologies in various spheres of human activity,
modern society imposes new requirements on graduates of secondary vo-
cational education (SVE), which affects the filling of the content and ac-
tivity components of the training methodology for modern specialists. The
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learning outcomes in the system of secondary vocational education are
determined by the Federal State Educational Standard of the secondary
vocational education and the Professional Standard. The main criterion for
graduates of secondary vocational education is a set of formed professional
competencies in a certain specialty. Therefore, in the context of digitaliza-
tion of society, it is necessary to develop a methodology for the formation,
development and diagnostics of the development of competencies in the
digital economy when teaching students in open source programs. The
federal state educational standard of secondary vocational education con-
tains a list of general and professional competencies formed in students. In
connection with the emergence of new requirements for graduates in the
era of the digital economy, it is necessary to find out the ratio of general
and professional competencies to the competences of the digital economy.

For the answer to this question will solve the following tasks:

* Analyze approaches to the definition of the concepts of “digital
economy”, “competence of the digital economy”.

* Analyze the approach (s) to comparing the competences of the digi-
tal economy with the competencies allocated in the Federal State Educa-
tional Standards of secondary vocational education.

As part of solving the first problem, we note that the concept of “digi-
tal economy” is interpreted differently in different sources. In the message
of the President of the Russian Federation to the Federal Assembly of De-
cember 1, 2016 [5], the digital economy is understood as the economy of
a new technological generation. In the Strategy for the Development of
the Information Society of the Russian Federation for 2017-2030 [4] the
essence of the concept of the digital economy is an economic activity in
which digital data is a key factor in production. Other sources (Wikipedia
[6] and other electronic encyclopedias) define the digital economy as the
activity of creating, distributing and using digital technologies and related
products and services.

Based on the analysis of the presented approaches, it can be con-
cluded that there are different approaches to the definition of the concept
of “digital economy” and the absence of a single point of view. Neverthe-
less, we note an essential characteristic feature of the concept under con-
sideration, which consists in relying on modern technological solutions
related to various spheres of society, including education.

In accordance with the approaches to the definition of the digital
economy, the approaches to the content of the competences of the digital
economy also differ. Let's highlight the essence of some of them.
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In the order of the Ministry of Economic Development of Russia
No. 41 of January 24, 2020 [3], graduates of the vocational education sys-
tem with key competencies of the digital economy are those who have
mastered educational programs of secondary vocational education and
higher education and possess the key competencies of the digital econo-
my. Key competencies (from the standpoint of regulatory documents, in
particular, [3]) include the competencies necessary for a person to solve a
given task or achieve a given result of activity in the context of global digi-
talization of social and business processes.

Let us indicate the list of key competencies highlighted in [3] and
briefly comment on their essence:

1. Communication and cooperation in the digital environment. Compe-
tence implies the ability of a person in a digital environment to use various
digital means that allow, in interaction with other people, to achieve the
set goals.

2. Self-development in the face of uncertainty. Competence
presupposes the ability of a person to set educational goals for himself for
emerging life tasks, to select solutions and means of development
(including using digital means) of other necessary competencies.

3. Creative thinking. Competence implies the ability of a person to
generate new ideas for solving problems of the digital economy, abstract
from standard models: rebuild existing ways of solving problems, put
forward alternative options for action in order to develop new optimal al-
gorithms.

4. Information and data management. Competence implies the ability
of a person to search for the necessary sources of information and data,
perceive, analyze, memorize and transmit information using digital
means, as well as using algorithms when working with data obtained from
various sources in order to effectively use the obtained information for
solving problems.

5. Critical thinking assumes the ability of a person in a digital envi-
ronment to assess information, its reliability, to build logical conclusions
based on incoming information and data.

The existence of different approaches to defining the concept of com-
petence in the digital economy also indicates the lack of a single point of
view. Depending on the interpretation of the concept of competencies of
the digital economy, an appropriate list of these competencies and their
content is highlighted.

In the work of T. A. Lipaeva and T. V. Chernovoy [2] it is said that at
the stage of secondary vocational education a complex of general and pro-
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fessional competencies is formed. Digital competencies can be classified
as either general competencies or professional competencies. The authors
propose a comparison of the competencies of the federal state educational
standard of secondary vocational education with the key competencies of
the digital economy.

Based on this information, we will conclude that the key competen-
cies of the digital economy are part of both the general and professional
competencies of the Federal State Educational Standard of the Russian
Federation.

Based on the foregoing, we can conclude that the competence of the
digital economy is necessary for solving professional and everyday tasks,
as well as for interacting with the outside world. This means that there is a
need to develop a methodology for teaching students, containing goal-
directed activities that take into account the specifics of the subject area,
and the specifics of the received specialty, and focus on digital skills.

In conclusion, we note that in order to develop an appropriate
methodology, it is necessary, first of all, to agree on approaches to defining
the concept of “competence of the digital economy” and to clarify the list
of these competencies. In order to avoid disagreements in approaches to
the formation of the list of competencies of the digital economy, the Na-
tional Council under the President of the Russian Federation for Profes-
sional Qualifications recommended the Ministry of Labor of Russia, to-
gether with the All-Russian Research Institute of Labor and ANO Digital
Economy, to develop standard modules containing descriptions of the
competencies of the digital economy for inclusion in professional stand-
ards (Minutes No. 45 dated June 25, 2020).
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In ancient times, the result is music, a cultural relics unearthed in

Since the founding of new China, various revolutionary songs, music
creation and development with the time changing, the music mostly in the
construction of new China, for example “ode to the motherland”, “let me
once more sculls again” “I’m communist successor” the socialism with
Chinese characteristics, such as songs, these songs have inspiring at that
time, The morale boost suffered severe setbacks with a series of political
movements such as the “Anti-rightist Struggle” in 1957, the “Great Leap
Forward” in 1958 and the “anti-rightist Tilt” in 1959. In the Period of
“Great Leap Forward”, except for a few works with certain artistic quali-
ty, they were widely spread among the masses, and most of them were
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written at the right time with obvious conceptualization, which inevitably
ended in a flash in the pan.

From 1961 to 1963, premier Zhou Enlai and he made many important
speeches on literature and art, “right” for the problem of cultural revolu-
tion, the period of China, the newborn, the Soviet union’s various music
technology, techniques spread into China, all kinds of advanced music
education theory into our country, such as the orff music teaching method,
tak Luo Shi teaching method, Suzuki’s teaching method and other ad-
vanced teaching concepts are integrated into our country and absorbed and
adopted by today’s music educators.

There have been curriculum and teaching problems since human beings
had educational activities. The etiquette and music education in the Western
Zhou Dynasty had a perfect set of educational content. Music education in
China has been a “human system” focusing on educating human beings
from three generations ago, not a “art system” of skills. The system of
rites and music in the Western Zhou dynasty had facilities and depart-
ments for music education, full-time teachers, teaching contents and strict
step-by-step teaching procedures.

In the early of the republic of China, the school’s new music, the mu-
sic the discipline involved in the school curriculum more like a course of
learning, it can be said that music teaching system in ancient China, and
not to the school a large impact on the model, music, mainly because of
the ging dynasty closed, opened the door of China by force foreign in-
vaders, western culture at that time, Economically and militarily ahead of
China at that time, a group of patriotic and aspiring young people who had
learned new education in the West returned to China and brought this cul-
ture back with them.

In ruins in 1949, the founding of new China, China, the Chinese edu-
cation system completely imitate the Soviet system, music education,
ORR music teaching method and so on in the period began to flow into
China, but because of the Soviet union, no professional music teaching
course, so at the time, the whole country of music curriculum system is
incomplete and not comprehensive, China’s music education curriculum
has experienced twists and turns.

Reviews our country music education development history, both an-
cient ji kang, Zhu Zaiyu, or during the period of the republic of China,
hong yi shen heart and today but based famous music educator, these peo-
ple in our country music education plays an important role, although our
country music education is still at the early stage, but there have been an
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increasing number of experts and scholars have focused attention on the
here. The future of music education will be more and more vigorous.
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The application of the neurolinguistic approach in teaching is not a
new trend, but it results from the development of scientifically grounded
and proven theories in pedagogy, psychology, and linguistics. The neuro-
linguistic approach emerges as an evolutionary product of neurolinguistics
in the course of researches devoted to the connection between language

and thinking.
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In Slavic linguistics, 1. A. Baudouin de Courtenay was one of the first
who singled out physiological and mental sides of language. He also paid
attention to the fact that language is a complex combination of physical,
physiological and mental, public and individual aspects [4, p. 8].

Neurolinguistics receives its development in the works of L. Bloom-
field, V. Doroshevsky, R. O. Yakobson, F. de Sossur. The foundations of
this science were laid by A. R. Luria, who was engaged in fundamental
research in this field. He revealed the close interdependence of speech
production ability and the physiological state of the brain [4, p. 10].
A great contribution to the study of the problems of thinking and speech
was made by researchers of the psychological direction in linguistics:
L. S. Vygotsky, A. A. Potebny, G. Steintal and W. Wundt.

L. S. Vygotsky distinguished 5 phases of speech generation: motiva-
tion, thought, mediation of thought in the inner word, medation of thought
in the meaning of external words, mediation of thought in words [4, p. 33].
His research is supported by the results of experiments conducted by
modern linguists in the study of mental lexicon.

Thus, neurolinguistics has formed as a separate compilation field of
scientific knowledge, combining studies of psychology, linguistics, neu-
rophysiology, neurology. The objects of modern neurolinguistics as ap-
plied to pedagogical issues are: 1) neuroplasticity, 2) reading and writing,
their violations, 3) bilingualism, 4) second language acquisition, 5) cogni-
tive decision-making algorithms, 5) brain and consciousness [2]. Hence, the
application of the neuropsychological approach is a fundamental and rea-
sonable criterion in the selection of pedagogical techniques in accordance
with educational goals and objectives.

The requirements of FGOS 3++ also necessitate the use of neuropsy-
chological methods and techniques, as the priority in education is not only
the formation of basic knowledge, skills and abilities, but also the develop-
ment of a harmonious personality, capable of successful socialization. The
general professional competencies established by the standard are aimed
at developing a learner's ability to generate and understand oral and writ-
ten texts in the studied foreign language, to carry out inter-linguistic and
intercultural interaction in oral and written forms [1].

As we can conclude, the declared competences go beyond the for-
mation of the student’s systemic knowledge, basic abilities and skills, but
provide for psychological and neurolinguistic component.

Analyzing the results of entrance testing in a foreign language for the
purpose of dividing students into groups in accordance with the level of
mastering English language, we have identified ambiguity in terms of the
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results of the written test and the oral part. For the stated purpose we
chose the methods of empirical research according to the classification
proposed by I. Y. Zimnaya: observation, conversation, interview, testing
[12, p. 29]. In most cases, the level determined by the written test was
higher than the level determined by the oral part of the test. The students
were asked general questions from the category of “General English” on
the topics that are studied in accordance with school curriculum, such as
“My family”, “My friend”, “My hobby”. Most students find it difficult to
select the appropriate vocabulary required for the statement, which is due
to the lack of active vocabulary formation. At the same time, students are
not able to express their thoughts in a foreign language dew to the lack of
vocabulary skills at communicative level.

Vocabulary skills are the basis of communicative skills and should be
formed with the use of communicative methods. First and foremost, much
attention should be paid to the issue of speech generation and mental lexi-
con formation, which is the scientific rationale for the choice of teaching
methods, techniques and tools.

Domestic linguists (L. S. Vygotsky, A. A. Leontiev, T. V. Ahutina,
A. R. Luria) distinguish the main stages of speech utterance generation:
1) motive, 2) thought, 3) internal word (internal programming), 4) external
word (syntactic structure), 5) formation of external speech [11, p. 350].

In order to determine the motive of speech it is important to take into
account the psychological features of the age and social group. The data
of numerous researches allow characterizing a student as a special subject
of learning activity with socio-psychological and psycho-pedagogical posi-
tion [12, p. 183]. The need for socialization and self-actualization is typical
for this age. The main form of learning is sign-contextual [12, p. 184]. The
important criterion stipulating the motive of speech generation is the
choice of a speech utterance theme. On practice, applying methods of ob-
servation, conversation, analysis of activity products (creativity) it was
established, that motive to the statement is produced by themes which al-
low to tell about personal feelings, emotions and experience.

At the stages of internal programming (internal word) and syntactic
structure (external word) it is important to take into account the research
of neurologists in the field of mental lexicon formation. The mental lexi-
con is the internal vocabulary that we use when we generate and perceive
speech. The main method of studying mental lexicon is the method of
making a lexical decision. The experiments carried out in the laboratory of
cognitive research of St. Petersburg State University showed that words
related in meaning and pronunciation are also connected in mental lexi-
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con. Therefore, if one of them is activated, the second will be perceived
much faster [8].

The data of these studies are also confirmed by experiments conducted
by Dutch scientists A. S. Meyer, H. Schriefers, W. J. M. Levelt. Experi-
ments allow us to allocate stages, which we pass when we search for some
word in mental lexicon. At first an appropriate concept is identified. Then
a person has to understand how to pronounce the word which corresponds
to the selected concept [8].

Taking into account the findings, we can conclude that it is important
to provide an aural accompaniment to a word and to introduce words and
expressions related to each other in mental lexicon.

For example, while practicing the vocabulary on the topic “Introducing
yourself” students are offered to tell about their hobbies using a substitu-
tion table which concludes speech patterns: “I like”, “I enjoy”, “I am in-
to”, “I am interested in”, “I am good at” and variants of lexical units con-
nected with one meaning group defined as “hobbies, types of leisure activi-
ty”, which are related to each other in mental lexicon. The students make
utterances by using the speech patterns. Thus, an utterance is generated in
accordance with the stages of speech production: motive, thought, internal
programming, syntactic structure, formation of external speech.

It should be noted that various psycholinguistic techniques developed
on the basis of text study methods can be applied for teaching foreign lan-
guages.

It is worth mentioning the methodology of key words developed by
Professor A. S. Stern of St. Petersburg State University. The use of this
methodology is quite widespread, including its use in teaching a non-
native language. It is experimentally proved, that if students familiarize
with a set of key words before reading a text, the level of perception and
comprehension of this text increases [6].

A case in point can be a speech exercise that fits this methodology.
Students are given a list of questions such as “How do you feel when you
get a present?”, “How do you feel in case you fail an exam?” and a set of
adjectives, related to the concept “feelings”. Using the set of key words
students can build sentences and talk about their feelings and emotions,
while practicing both the key adjectives and the useful phrases contained
in the questions.

Another example is a task to set up a discussion or to cover a topic,
using the set of key words and phrases. Providing the students are sug-
gested the list of useful language, needed to make utterances on a given
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topic, it will contribute to lexical skills formation and effective communi-
cation.

Also, it is necessary to note the methodology of lacunar texts, applied
in psycholinguistics, which can be used in teaching foreign language for
vocabulary practice or testing the level of language proficiency. For the
first time this technique was proposed by N. L. Taylor [5].

The technique consists in removing certain words from the text. The
task is to fill in the gaps in order to restore the text. Another name for this
method is “Cloze-test”.

An example of such an assignment could be a comparison of Russian
and English versions of the same text. At first, students are offered to read
the Russian version of the text “My working day at the university”. Then
the English version with the omissions of key words and phrases is pro-
posed. The students are supposed to complete the English version, using the
Russian text as a base. Such tasks can be used both at the stage of lexical
skills formation and at the stage of vocabulary control.

The analysis of teaching practices with regard to neurolinguistic as-
pects enables to reveal and propose effective micro-strategies in the form
of speech exercises aimed at both lexical skills formation and develop-
ment of general communicative skills. The application of neurolinguistic
practices helps, first and foremost, to overcome the difficulties of vocabu-
lary learning, which helps to increase learning motivation, create a posi-
tive emotional background and relieve tension caused by the presence of a
language barrier. All said above results in productive learning and gaining
pedagogical aims.
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Today, society is characterized by a lack of stability, instability, and
difficult living conditions for a significant part of the population, which,
in turn, determines the presence of a number of negative trends. One of
the most pressing issues posed to the entire course of history is the prob-
lem of moral education. This is due to the fact that in every historical
epoch, society has set itself the task of successful socio-economic and cul-
tural development, which becomes possible only if high personal quali-
ties, a culture of behavior, moral foundations and value orientations are
formed in each person.Moral education is an important part of the unified
pedagogical process, since, firstly, there is a need to regulate and develop
moral norms that are projected in the consciousness of society; secondly,
the need to form the child's basic ideas about good and evil. Thus, the
spiritual and moral development of a new generation, competent pedagogi-
cal education of children, assistance in the socialization and development
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of adolescents are important conditions for the development of a new
generation. Russia as a strong and integral state.

Modern society is interested in ensuring that the new generation has
extensive knowledge about the historical past of the Motherland and peo-
ple, national heritage and cultural heritage. Preserving and transferring the
accumulated experience in the process of moral education of preschool
children is a key task of children’s educational institutions. The Federal
State Educational Standard is based on the Concept of spiritual and moral
education, which speaks about the need to introduce students to national
Russian values and traditions, the formation of patriotism, and awareness
of the value of human life [1]. In order to achieve these goals, it is neces-
sary to develop and optimize tools and tools that can be used in the pro-
cess of educating the moral qualities of an individual. At the moment, one
of the most effective methods of moral and cultural education of pre-
school children is the Russian folk tale.

Oral folk art accompanies children from an early age in the form of
proverbs, sayings, and folk tales. In the dictionary of V. I. Dahl, a fairy
tale is defined as “a fictional story, an unprecedented and even unrealiza-
ble story, a legend” [3]. Primary school age is characterized as a period of
increased emotional sensitivity, relevant for the socialization of the child.
The use of fairy tales is most effective during this period of growing up.
This is due not only to the pedagogical effect, but also to the emotional
connection that is maintained in the pedagogical process [4].

The Russian folk tale is a treasure of folk wisdom. It is distinguished
by its depth of ideas, richness of content, poetic language and high educa-
tional orientation (“the fairy tale is a lie, but there is a hint in it”). The
Russian folk tale is one of the most heartfelt genres of folklore, because it
contains a sense of true poetry, which opens the reader to the world of
human feelings and relationships, asserts kindness and justice [2].

It is advisable to pay attention to the positive properties of fairy tales
as a method of educating young preschool children. Thus, the fairy tale
performs the following educational functions:

1) teaches you to pay attention, as it has several semantic layers, pro-
voking emotions, and increased interest;

2) develops speech and replenishes vocabulary (the child tracks
images, finds comparisons, identifies good and evil characters, and con-
siders the sequence of the plot);

3) reveals knowledge about the historical past, as Russian folk folk-
lore is built on the basis of actual events;
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4) reveals creative abilities, as the child can retell what they have heard
and, using their imagination, independently supplement the story, depict it
in a drawing, or reproduce it in the form of a theatrical production;

5) teaches concentration, develops perseverance and patience: In ad-
dition to listening skills, the stories themselves often contain examples of
behavior that allows them to achieve the desired result;

6) helps to relax and relieve accumulated tension.

A folk tale contributes to the formation of certain moral values, an ide-
al. For girls, this is a red maiden (clever, needlewoman), and for boys — a
good fellow (brave, strong, honest, kind, hardworking, loving the Mother-
land). The ideal for a child is a distant prospect, to which he will strive,
comparing his deeds and deeds with him [5]. The ideal acquired in child-
hood will largely define him as a person. At the same time, the educator
needs to find out what the ideal of the baby is and eliminate the negative
aspects.

The use of Russian folk tales in the educational process is an effective
way of harmonious development and moral education of a primary school
student, since this age is sensitive for the assimilation of basic cultural, his-
torical, moral and ethical norms [4]. These attributes play an important role
in the development of a full-fledged, healthy, hardworking personality.

Thus, the characteristic features of fairy tales allow us to use them in
solving various pedagogical tasks. From all of the above, it follows that
moral education can be carried out through all types of folk tales, since
morality is initially embedded in their plots.
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The concept of “regional identity” is the subject of research in politi-
cal science, geography, economics, psychology, cultural studies and other
humanities. “The need for a theoretical understanding of the phenomenon
of regional identity arose at the turn of the 1980s-1990s. in the course of
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the regionalization of the political space, accompanied by a sharp increase
in regional self-awareness” [5, p. 8].

In science, various types of identity are investigated — regional, so-
cial, civic, political, ethnic, professional, and so on. So in their study of
the cultural identity of the Cossack cadets, scientists — N. I. Kashina and
N. G. Tagiltseva, define the term identity in the cultural space of the Cos-
sacks and formulate it as follows: “identifying oneself with the culture of
the Cossacks, accepting, mastering cultural norms, patterns and stereo-
types of behavior inherent in the Cossacks, understanding of one’s ‘I’
from the standpoint of cultural characteristics adopted in the Cossacks,
their self-realization within the framework of the culture of the Cossacks,
a sense of belonging to the Cossacks [2, p. 189].

The authors of the following research — Z. K. Kargieva, G. A. Kre-
chetova have a completely different approach, they consider the term civic
identity as a factor in the development of a student’s multicultural
personality and give a specific definition of the term “Identity is the final
result of the identification process — self-identification, self-determination
of individuals” [1, p. 26].

The second word in the combination “regional identity” refers to the
concept of “region”. It began to be actively used in the scientific thesaurus
in the 70s of the XX century, and one of the first Soviet scientists who gave
the definition of the term “region” was the Soviet scientist and economist
N. N. Nekrasov, who pointed out that the territory of the country can be
divided into zones or macroregions, which include the regions — the Urals,
the Far East, Siberia, etc. “A region is understood as a large territory of a
country with more or less homogeneous natural conditions, and mainly a
characteristic direction of the development of productive forces based on a
combination of a complex of natural resources with the corresponding
established and promising material and technical base, production and
social infrastructure™ [3, p. 29].

The issues of the formation of regional identity are decided by
A. M. Obmorokova, N. O. Nemaeva, who believe that the means of such
formation is art, which allows and contributes to the preservation of na-
tional traditions and customs and their transmission to viewers through
works of art and culture, the soft power of cultural policy and the smart
power of scientific research can significantly influence the process of
formation of regional identity. “The processes of formation of regional
identity are taking place in many areas, especially in the field of artistic
culture, which is one of the keys to this issue” [4, p. 413]. Following these
authors, we believe that the formation of regional identity in younger
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schoolchildren should begin with the culture and folk song art that exist in
a certain region, in particular, in the Urals region.

It is possible to form regional identity in children of primary school
age in several ways in general education — by introducing music into the
lesson and including examples of this culture into the system of extracur-
ricular activities. In additional education, this is realized in the process of
introducing children to it, attending children's art schools, children’s mu-
sic schools, as well as educational institutions such as developing circles
at the Ural Russian Folk Choir — Children's Center of Folk Art.

In the system of general and additional education, the culture of the
Ural region can be successfully mastered when children familiarize them-
selves with and perform works of the Ural folklore and works of author-
ship performed by the Ural Russian folk choir. In the repertoire of this
group, songs of the Ural region of various regions — the Sverdlovsk re-
gion, the Chelyabinsk region and the Kurgan region — are heard to this
day. The heritage of our region is rich in works of a different nature (lin-
gering, lyrical, historical, dance, round dance) and is performed un-
changed after they were recorded by famous ethnographers in the villages
among the bearers of the Ural song tradition.

The formation of regional identity can take place in the process of lis-
tening to musical material and watching videos directly in the classroom
at music lessons, or in cultural and leisure activities — going to concerts of
the Ural Russian folk choir. In addition to listening to musical works, it is
proposed to use a phased study of folklore in the classroom in the system of
additional education — in a children’s art school, circles in a general educa-
tion school, ensembles of children’s creativity houses, etc. In this case, the
formation of regional identity will take place directly in the process of
mastering and performing Ural song material.
